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AN OVERVIEW OF THE ECONOMY

The economy of Punjab is on life support and a multi-pronged strategy to revive it has to
be put in place. Thus there is an urgent need to examine alternate and viable strategies of growth.
The new government has a big challenge to address the severe financial crisis, problem of farmer
distress & suicides, rising un-employment among the educated youth and slower growth rate.
Punjab economy is facing the worst fiscal situation which is the legacy of previous government
which not only took any concrete measure to augment the state finances rather indulged in
profligacy of public funds. Consequently due to lack of investment desirable growth rate of the
economy has gone down as compared to major states. Industrial sector in specific is growing
very slowly which is resulting in lesser employment opportunities for educated youth and

consequently frustration among them.

Agriculture sector which is the backbone of the rural population is facing its worst crisis due to
large indebtedness and day-to-day suicides committed by the farmers. Although state contributes
major share of rice and wheat to the national pool yet the agriculture has become non-profitable
activity for small and marginal farmers who are under huge debt. The high dependence on rice
and wheat and over-exploitation of land has led to unforeseen complex problems. The focus must
shift from only agriculture to agro- processing industry, floriculture, tourism, industry and the
services. The rapidly depleting water table in face of non-adoption of micro-irrigation and high
toxicity of soil because of over-use of fertilizers and pesticides has led to unfolding of health

issues reflected in the high incidence of cancer and kidney failure.

Farmers suicides are emerging as a major challenge for the State. Keeping it in view, the State
Government has introduced Crop Loan Waiver Scheme in the State. About 10.25 lakh farmers are
expected to be covered under this scheme. In the first phase, the crop loans of marginal farmers,
who have taken crop loan from Co-operative Banks upto 2.00 lakh are being waived off. Paddy
straw management is emerging as a major issue for the state in view of dense air pollution caused

by paddy straw burning in the paddy season.

State Income

As per the advance estimates of 2017-18 the GSDP of the State is estimated to be Rs. 477482
crore at current prices showing an increase of 10.11 percent over 2016-17(Q). As per the Quick
estimates of 2016-17, it is likely to be Rs. 433660 crore at current prices showing an increase of
10.51 percent over 2015-16 provisional estimates. As per estimates of GSDP at constant
(2011-12) prices, GSDP for 2017-18 as per advance estimates is Rs. 372061 crore showing an
increase 5.71 percent over the quick estimates of 2016-17. It is likely to be to Rs. 351964 crore as
per the quick estimates in 2016-17 reflecting an increase of 6.58%over 2015-16 (Box 2).

At constant (2011-12 ) prices the GSVA from primary sector, which comprises mainly of
agriculture and livestock activities, has increased from Rs.79798 crore in 2015-16(P) to Rs.
84756 crore in 2016-17(Q) (Box 3). During 2016-17 (Q) the primary sector registered a growth
rate of 6.21 % as compared to 1.34 % in 2015-16(P) (Box 4). According to advance estimates, it
is expected to be Rs.87314 crore in 2017-18(A) showing a growth rate of 3.02 percent.
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At constant (2011-12) prices, the GSVA from the secondary sector which covers the
manufacturing, construction and electricity sectors has increased from Rs. 76628 crore in
2015-16 (P) to Rs.80070 crore during 2016-17 (Q) registering a growth rate of 4.49 % as
compared to 5.76 % in 2015-16(P). According to advance estimates, it is expected to rise to

Rs.83690 crore in 2017-18 showing a growth rate of 4.52 percent (Box 3 & 4).

GSVA of tertiary sector which comprises of trade, transport, banking & insurance and public
administration, etc. increased from Rs.148967 crore in 2015-16 (P) to Rs.159264 crore during
2016-17 (Q) registering a growth rate of 6.91 % as compared to 7.25% in 2015-16. According to
advance estimates, it is expected to increase to Rs.170338 crore in 2017-18 showing a growth

rate of 6.95 percent. (Box 3 & 4)

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At constant (2011-12) prices, the Per Capita Income has increased from Rs. 100177 in 2015-
16(P) to Rs.105259 during 2016-17 (Q) registering a growth rate of 5.07% as compared to
4.56% in 2015-16 (P). According to advance estimates, it is expected to rise to Rs.109884 in
2017-18 showing a growth rate of 4.39%. However, at current prices the per capita income
increased by 9.59% from Rs.119640 in 2015-16(P) to Rs. 131112 in 2016-17(Q) and is likely to
be Rs. 142958 for 2017-18(A) registering a growth rate of 9.03 percent.(Box 5)

The share of agriculture (proper) in GSVA at constant prices has declined from 19.73% in 2011-
12 to 15.44 % in 2017-18(A). The share of primary sector which includes agriculture and
livestock has come down from 30.81% in 2011-12 to 25.58% in 2017-18(A).The share of
secondary sector has also declined from 25.40% in 2011-12 to 24.51% in 2017-18(A). The share
of tertiary sector which comprises of services sector has increased considerably from 43.79% in
2011-12 to 49.93% in 2017-18(A). It is evident that the share of primary and secondary sector in
GSVA has declined since 2011-12 whereas the share of tertiary sector has increased.
(Annexure Table 1.1.3)

Gross Fixed Capital Formation

The estimates of capital formation provide an indicator of the magnitude and growth of
productive potential of the economy. The estimates of Capital Formation are of importance in the
context of Planning and economic development, as these highlight the addition to capital base of
the economy and consequent change in the mode and capacity of production. In Punjab, the total
Gross State Domestic Capital Formation (GSDCF) at current prices is estimated at Rs. 52988
crore in 2013-14, Rs. 52654 crore in 2014-15 and Rs. 51090 crore in 2015-16 (Box 6). The
estimates of GSDCEF in Punjab for public and private sector at current prices are Rs.12241 crore
and Rs. 38849 crore respectively during 2015-16 (Box 7).

Public Finance

The State has made consistent efforts to improve its fiscal position despite constraints like high-
debt servicing costs, growing establishment expenditure and retiral benefits. The main priority of
the State Government is to generate additional resources and cut down un-productive expenditure
so that more funds are available for development activities and various welfare schemes of the
State. The receipts on Revenue Account which were Rs. 51371.80 crore in 2016-17 (RE)
increased to Rs. 60079.87 crore in 2017-18 (BE). Out of total receipts of Revenue Account,
Central Transfers of resources which was Rs. 14859.38 crore in 2016-17 (RE) increased to Rs.
17324.64 crore in 2017-18 (BE) and State's own Tax Revenue which was Rs. 30251.84 crore in
2016-17 (RE) increased to Rs. 39526.28 crore in 2017-18 (BE). Total Expenditure on Revenue
Account which was Rs. 62733.81 crore in 2016-17 (RE) increased to Rs. 74864.74 crore in 2017-
18 (BE). The receipts on Capital Account which were Rs. 11529.31 crore in 2016-17 (RE) has
decreased marginally to Rs. 11041.05 crore in 2017-18 (BE). Capital expenditure which was Rs.
6874.50 crore in 2016-17 (RE) has decreased to Rs. 6529.24 crore in 2017-18 (BE).

Public Debt

Growing debt is a serious problem for the government. The outstanding public debt of the state is

continuously increasing since 2012-13. It was Rs. 112366 crore as per 2014-15 further increased
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to Rs. 129441 crore in 2015-16 (A) and it was Rs. 182183 crore in 2016-17 (RE) and Rs.
195002.04 crore in 2017-18 (BE).

Agriculture

During 2016-17 agriculture and allied activities contributed 26.15% to the GSVA at constant
prices. Total cultivable area of the State is 4.2 million hectares, which constitutes only 3% of the
net area sown in the country. This small area produces 19% of wheat, 10% of rice, 10% of milk,
20% of honey, 48% of mushroom & 5% of cotton in the country. Punjab ranks 7th as gross
producer of wheat in the world, it generates third marketable surplus after Canada and Australia
which is about one tenth of the global trade in wheat. In the case of rice its market surplus is 2nd

only to Thailand.

The agriculture sector in the state is showing signs of a serious slowdown over the past few years.
The sector’s growth rate has shown cyclical trend. It declined by 0.60 percent in 2015-16 as per
provisional estimates and is likely to achieve a positive growth of 6.82 percent during 2016-17 as
per quick estimates. However, it is likely to increase by 2.88 percent during 2017-18 as per
advance estimates. The agriculture & Allied Sector is expected to record a growth of 3.01 percent
in 2017-18(A) as compared to fast growth of 6.20 percent in 2016-17(Q). The growth on moving
average basis over the year in agriculture sector is slowing down over the years as cropping
intensity and irrigation potential have already been fully exploited and the growth in productivity

has also reached a saturation point.

The gross capital formation (GCF) in agriculture and allied sector which represents the extent of
investment in the sector is showing an increasing trend from 2004-05 onwards. In absolute terms,
the GCF in agriculture & allied sector increased from Rs. 3085.41 crore to Rs. 3524.37 crore (at
constant 2011-12 prices) in 2015-16.

During 2015-16, the production of foodgrains was 284.10 lac metric tons, which increased to
307.63 lac metric tons in 2016-17(P) showing an increase of 8.28 percent. The production of
foodgrains is likely to be 313.78 lac metric tons in 2017-18(E). Wheat and rice played a major
role in pushing up agricultural production in the State. The production of rice has increased from
118.06 lac metric tons in 2015-16 to 126.38 lac metric tons in 2016-17(P) showing an increase of
7.05 percent. The production of rice is likely to increase upto 133.11 lakh metric tons in 2017-
18(E). The production of wheat has increased from 160.68 lakh metric tons in 2015-16 to 176.36
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lakh metric tons during 2016-17(P) registering a increase of 9.76 percent and likely to decrease
to 176.13 lakh metric tons in 2017-18(E). The production of pulses is likely to increase from 0.12
lakh metric tons in 2016-17(P) to 0.14 lac metric tons in 2017-18(E).

Farmers suicides are emerging as a major challenge for the State. Keeping it in view the State
Government has introduced Crop Loan Waiver Scheme in the State. About 10.25 lakh farmers are
expected to be covered under this scheme. In the first phase the crop loans of marginal farmers,

who have taken crop loan from Co-operative Banks upto 2.00 lakh are being waived off.

Paddy straw management is emerging as a major issue for the state in view of dense air pollution
caused by paddy straw burning in the paddy season. In order to promote innovation in paddy
residue and identify new technologies, an amount of Rs.500.00 lakh has been allocated for Paddy
Straw Management Challenge Fund for innovation. To motivate, encourage and to reward the
Gram Panchayats to stop burning of paddy straw, the state government has allocated an amount
of Rs.20.00 crore in 2017-18. As a result of efforts of State Government, burning of paddy straw
has come down to 62% of the paddy sown area during 2017 as compared to 85% during the same

period in 2016.

Industry

Industrial sector of the State which contributes 24.51 percent to GDP has increased by 4.52
percent during 2017-18(A) as per advance estimates as compared to 4 percent growth in the

industrial sector of national economy.

To give further boost to industrial sector in the state, the State Government has notified the
‘Industrial & Business Development Policy-2017, which is a part of the vision to put the state
back on high trajectory of growth and prosperity. The new Policy is a holistic framework for
sustainable industrial growth of the State. The Policy is architected around eight core strategic
pillars of Infrastructure, Power, Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME), Ease of Doing
Business, Startup & Entrepreneurship, Skill Development, Fiscal & Non-Fiscal Incentives and
Stakeholder Engagement supported by Sector Specific Strategies for growth. The policy offers
attractive opportunities for companies to invest in the State. To boost industry in the State,
Government has provided power subsidy amounting to Rs.1440 crore by providing power @Rs. 5

per unit to industry.
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There are an estimated 1.72 lac registered Micro, Small, Medium and Large Industrial Units in
the State as on 31.3.2017 with the fixed investment of about Rs.86324 crore and employing
about 15.26 lakh persons. These units produced industrial goods worth Rs.201590 crore in
2016-17 including items such as Hosiery Goods, Bicycles and Cycle Parts, Automobile Parts,
Sewing Machine Parts, Yarn and Textile, Hand Tools and Machine Tools, Sports Goods and
Leather Goods.

The export performance of Punjab has been commendable in the last few years. Exports from
the State during the year 2014-15 to 2016-17 was to the tune of Rs.27,235 crore Rs.27,747

crore and Rs. 29,300 crore respectively.

Energy

Energy is vital necessity for the overall development of any State. Adequate and reliable
availability of power is indispensible for sustained growth of the economy. Power is central axis
of Punjab's agriculture and industrial sectors. Moreover, Punjab State Power Corporation Limited

(PSPCL) has taken many initiatives for giving best services to its consumers.

The installed plant capacity for electric power generation in the State is 4967 MW in 2017-
18(Revised Estimates). Respective figures for Hydro and Steam (Thermal) are 2327 MW and
2640 MW in 2017-18 (RE). The total energy availability in the State is estimated at 56477
million Kwh during 2017-18 (RE) against 50181 million Kwh during 2016-17. During 2017-18
(RE) the availability of electrical energy from Hydro and Steam /Thermal plants was targeted at
8415 million Kwh and 5204 million Kwh respectively.

Punjab Energy Development Agency is the state nodal agency for the promotion and
development of renewable energy projects and energy conservation projects in Punjab. At present
the cumulative capacity of new and renewable sources of energy (NRSE) projects in the state is
1551.55 MW. 1t is estimated that the state of Punjab would further achieve an additional capacity
of 3114.50 MW power through renewable sources of energy by the year 2022. The contribution
would come from Solar, Biomass, Co-generation, Hydel and Waste to Energy Projects. The
generation of power from above renewable sources of energy will also help in mitigating carbon

dioxide emissions and combat climate change.
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INFRASTRUCTURE

Infrastructure sector is a key driver for state economy. During 2017-18, with the total cost of
approximately Rs. 650.00 crore, the works of 10 Judicial Court Complexes, 3 District
Administrative Complexes, 3 Govt./Aeronautical /Sports colleges, 20 Meritorious/ Middle
Schools, Goindwal Sahib Jail at Tarn Taran, Punjab Technical University Projects at Moga and
Jalandhar, 4 Memorials at Kartarpur, Fatehgarh Sahib, Ferozpur & Hoshiarpur, Cattle Breeding
Farm at Rampura Phul, various works at Govt. Medical College, New Circuit House, Fishery
farm & PRTC Bus Depot at Amritsar and various works in Food Park at Ladowal & Borlauge

Institute for South Asia at Ludhiana are in progress.

Roads

Road transport is very important in country’s Infrastructural development which is vital to the
progress of economy of the state. The total road length in Punjab during 2016-17 was 72212 km.
The work of 4 laning of National Highways which consists of 620 km with total cost of Rs.
11319.00 crore is in progress. Out of this, 512 km road length has been completed. In addition to
this an amount of Rs. 370.00 crore has been spent on upgradation and periodical maintenance of

120 km of National Highways.

Civil Aviation

Under Regional Connectivity Scheme-UDAN, the Ministry of Civil Aviation Government of
India had announced the National Civil Aviation Policy 2016. In this regard Government of
Punjab has signed an MOU with Ministry of Civil Aviation Government of India and Airport
Authority India in June,.2017 to provide air connectivity under Regional Connectivity Scheme at
Ludhiana, Bathinda, Pathankot and Adampur. Flights under this scheme have commenced from
Bathinda and Ludhiana and flights from Adampur and Pathankot are expected to start very soon.
Department has proposed a budget provision of Rs.8.00 crore during the financial year 2018-19

for the payment of state share of viability gap funding under this scheme.

EMPLOYMENT

Employment generation and Poverty Alleviation have always remained the significant goals of
development planning in the State.. To generate additional employment opportunities,
Government of Punjab has started a new scheme “Ghar Ghar Rozgar”. Under the scheme

Government has provided jobs to 84000 un-employed youth by organizing job Melas.
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“Apni Gaddi Apna Rozgar” Yojna is a new scheme implemented to provide self-
employment/entrepreneurial avenues to youth of Punjab in Transport sector. The scheme would
cater to the needs of youth desirous of working in transport sector as driver/owner of 2 and /or 3
and /or 4 wheeler .Potential beneficiaries would be finally selected by private players depending
upon statute requirements and their business viability. Manpower database will be arranged by
the Department of Employment Generation and Training through Deputy Commissioner / District
Bureaus of employment and Enterprises (DBEEs). Under the scheme, the taxis would be
provided at subsidized rates and no collateral would be required for the loan for purchasing the
taxi. The loan payment period would be 5 years. During 01.04.2017 to 31.01.2018, Government
has arranged jobs to 8713 candidates with companies like OLA and UBER.

Poverty Alleviation

Punjab has tackled the problem of poverty in more effective manner than other states. As per
latest poverty estimates (2011-12) prepared by Expert Group constituted under chairmanship of
Dr. C Rangarajan, percentage of population living below the poverty line in Punjab is only 11.3%
as compared to 29.5% at the National level. Poverty line in rural and urban area has been fixed at
Rs. 1127.48 and Rs.1479.27 respectively in Punjab viz-a-viz Rs.972 and Rs.1407 at National
level. In percentage term, people living below poverty line in India are 18.2% more than in
Punjab. Punjab is better placed among the major states of India in terms of poverty ratio and it is

placed at 2™ rank after Himachal Pradesh at No. 1.

A peculiar feature of poverty in Punjab is that people living below poverty line (7.4%) is
significantly less in rural area than (17.6%) in urban area. At National level percentage of

population living below poverty line is higher (30.9%) in rural area than (26.4%) in urban area.

Price Control

The substantial change in Prices of essential commodities affects living conditions of people in
general and poor in particular. Hence Government always accords priority to inflation control. It
basically is the domain of Central Government as it regulates the monetary policy of the country
under direct control of Reserve Bank of India. The role of state Government is limited to achieve
price stability by taking effective steps within its control like maintaining an efficient public

distribution system (PDS) and controlling hoarding and black marketing. State has constituted the
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Prices Monitoring Committee headed by Secretary Planning to keep a vigil on inflationary

tendencies in the prices of essential commodities.

During 2017-18, at National level, the inflation rate based on WPI has shown an increasing trend.
The average WPI inflation was 2.90% during the year 2017-18 (upto Jan.,2018) which was higher
than 1.76% recorded for the year 2016-17. Retail inflation based on CPI(IW) has shown
decreasing trend during first three months of 2017-18 and started increasing regularly after July,
2017 when it rose from 1.79 percent in July, 2017 to 5.11 percent in January, 2018. The average
of CPI(IW) in 2017-18 (up to Jan.,2018) is 2.79%.

PUBLIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM

Punjab is amongst the leading states in the country to implement the National Food Security Act-
2013 w.e.f. December 2013. The State Government has renamed New Atta Dal Scheme as
“Smart Ration Card Scheme” during 2017-18. Wheat is procured for this scheme under De-
Centralized Procurement (DCP) and the same is stored at 269 dedicated DCP godowns and is
distributed through 16738 Fair Price Shops under its bi-annual distribution model with the
approval of Government of India to the beneficiaries in 30 kg sealed bags at the rate of Rs. 2 per
kg. The Priority Household category beneficiaries get 5 kg wheat per month whereas the Anna
Antodaya Yojna category families get 35 kg wheat per month. The State Government has to
distribute 8.70 lac M T wheat annually to 141.45 lac beneficiaries.

SECTORAL ANALYSIS






1 AGRICULTURE

Although the State economy is under structural transformation from agriculture to non
agriculture sector and yet it is an important sector of Punjab's economy, which provides
employment to 36% workers (Census 2011). In 2016-17 agriculture and allied activities
contributed 26.15% to the GSVA at constant prices. Total cultivable area of the State is 4.2
million hectares, which constitutes only 3% of the net area sown in the country. This small area
produces 19% of wheat, 10% of rice, 10% of milk, 20% of honey, 48% of mushroom & 5% of
cotton in the country. Punjab ranks 7th as gross producer of wheat in the world, it generates
third marketable surplus after Canada and Australia which is about one tenth of the global trade
in wheat. In the case of rice its market surplus is 2nd only to Thailand. Indian Punjab is called
the "Granary of India"” or "India’s bread-basket.”" The principal crops of Punjab are cotton,
wheat, rice, maize and sugarcane. In the category of fruits, it produces abundant stock of kinnow.
The only major vegetable produce of the state is Potato. The other main vegetables produced in
the state are cauliflower, lady finger, tomatoes, carrot and radish. The total production of
vegetables is small as compared to the overall consumption within the state. The main sources of
irrigation are canals and tube wells. The Rabi or the spring harvest consists of wheat, gram,
barley, potatoes and winter vegetables. The Kharif or the autumn harvest consists of rice, maize,
sugarcane, cotton and pulses. Agriculture sector is the largest contributor to the Gross State
Value added (GSVA) of Punjab. Majority of the population lives in villages where main
occupation of the people is agriculture.

The State is following extensive and intensive model of Agriculture since 82% land in Punjab is
under agriculture. Most of the agriculture land in Punjab is sown more than once, hence the gross
cropped areain 2017-18 is expected to be 7900 thousand hectares.

Although the agriculture sector is instrumental in ensuring national food security yet agriculture
is in deep crisis and facing serious challenges. The main concern before the agriculture sector is
over exploitation of scare water resources. As irrigation facilities have been over used to increase
agriculture production of the state mainly wheat and paddy, the ground water has decreased
drastically since the last few decades. Two other main concerns are (1) high incidence of debt on
farmers which has resulted in farmer's suicides and (2) Paddy straw management in view of dense
air pollution caused by paddy straw burning in the paddy season. The State Government is trying
to address these issues as high priority agenda.

The State Government has introduced Crop Loan Waiver Scheme. About 10.25 lakh farmers are

expected to be covered under this scheme. In the first phase the crop loans of marginal farmers,
who have taken crop loan from Co-operative Banks upto 2.00 lakh are being waived off.
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AGRICULTURE SECTOR PERFORMANCE

1.2 The agriculture and allied sector’s contribution to GSVA (Gross State Value Added) at
constant prices has declined marginally during recent years. The share of Agriculture & Allied
sector in the GSVA which was 30.80% in 2011-12 has declined to 26.15% in 2016-17 and is
likely to be 25.57% in 2017-18(Box 8). The declining share represents the structural
transformation of the economy from agriculture to other sectors of the economy.

1.3 The agriculture (proper) at constant (2011-12) prices is likely to record a growth of 2.88%
during 2017-18 as per advance estimates compared to 6.82% growth during 2016-17.

1.4  The cropping intensity and irrigation potential has already been fully exploited and the
growth in productivity has also reached at a saturation point. Therefore, agriculture sector is
showing slow growth trend over a period of time. Besides, farmers are not ready to take risk due
to assured returns of wheat & paddy and very few advances have taken place in R&D in this
sector. Most of the growth is generally due to increase in the MSP of Wheat and Rice every year
than due to increase in production.

Gross Capital Formation in Agriculture & Allied Sector

1.5 The gross capital formation (GCF) in agriculture and allied sector which represents the
extent of investment in the sector is showing an increasing trend from 2011-12 onwards. In
absolute terms, the GCF in agriculture & allied sector increased from Rs. 3085.41 crore in
2011-12 (at constant 2011-12 prices) to Rs. 3177.31 crore in 2015-16. However, as a percentage
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of agriculture GSDP, the GCF in agriculture & allied sector remained below 3.98% from 2011-12
to 2015-16 (Box 9).

AREA, PRODUCTION & YIELD OF CROPS

1.6  Over 83% of Gross Cropped area is under two crops namely Wheat and Paddy in 2017-18.
Gross area under production in the state was 78.23 lakh hectares in 2016-17 and is expected to
increase to 79.00 lakh hectares in 2017-18. Cropping intensity which depicts the percentage of
gross area sown to net area sown was 189 in 2016-17. Area under wheat was 35.06 lakh hectares
in 2015-16 and decreased to 34.95 lakh hectares in 2016-17 and is expected to increase to 35.00
lakh hectares during 2017-18. Area under Paddy has slightly increased from 29.70 lakh hectares
in 2015-16 to 30.46 lakh hectares in 2016-17 and is expected to increase to 30.72 lakh hectares in
2017-18.

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1.7 The total foodgrains production in Punjab has increased marginally over the last few years.
In 2010-11, the production of foodgrains was 278.46 lakh metric tonnes, which increased to
307.63 lakh metric tonnes in 2016-17 showing an increase of 10.48%. The production of
foodgrains is likely to be 313.78 lakh metric tonnes in 2017-18. Wheat and rice played a major
role in pushing up agricultural production in the State. The production of rice has increased from
108.19 lakh metric tonnes in 2010-11 to 126.38 lakh metric tonnes in 2016-17 showing an
increase of 16.8%. The production of rice is likely to increase upto 133.11 lakh metric tonnes in
2017-18. The production of wheat has increased from 164.72 lakh metric tonnes in 2010-11 to
176.36 lakh metric tonnes during 2016-17 registering an increase of 7.06%. But production of
wheat for 2017-18 is expected to decrease to 176.13 lakh metric tonnes. The production of pulses
in 2010-11 was 0.17 lakh metric tonnes and it was 0.12 lakh metric tonnes in 2016-17 and is
likely to increase to 0.14 lakh metric tonnes in 2017-18(Box 10).

The production of sugarcane was 4.17 lakh metric tonnes in 2010-11 which increased to 6.75 lakh
metric tonnes in 2016-17 and it is likely to increase to 7.89 lakh metric tonnes in 2017-18. Due to
worst attack of white fly, production of cotton (cleaned) has decreased marginally from 18.22
lakh bales in 2010-11 to 3.86 lakh bales in 2015-16 and the production increased to 12.67 lakh
bales in 2016-17 and it is likely to be 12.67 lakh bales in 2017-18.

Yield of Principal Crops

1.8 During 2017-18, yield rates in kgs per hectare are: wheat 4750, rice 4386, maize 3625,
barley 3750, gram 1250, sugarcane 7638, cotton (American) 698, cotton (Desi) 595, rape seed
and mustard 1357, groundnut 1950 and sunflower 1750. (Annexure Table 1.4)
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High Yielding Varieties

1.9  Punjab agriculture is known for use of high yielding varieties. The State was trend setter for
green revolution in the country. During the year 2016-17, 100 % area of wheat, rice and 98% area
of maize were under high yielding varieties.

Irrigation

1.10  Punjab has an excellent network of irrigation facilities. During 2016-17, 99.6 % of gross
area sown and 99.9% of net area sown was irrigated and irrigation intensity is 189 in 2016-17
(Box 11).

Tube wells are the main source of irrigation in the State followed by canals. The net area irrigated
by tube wells was 29.40 lakh hectares in 2016-17. High dependence on tube wells for irrigation
has led to rapid depletion of ground water in the state. Punjab has more than 14 lakh tube wells
which irrigate about 3 million hectares of land. Approximately 70% area constituting central
Punjab faces ground water depletion. At present, ground water level is depleting rapidly in the
state. (Box 12).

1.11 The consumption of chemical fertilizers which was 19.28 lakh nutrients tonne in 2015-16
decreased to 19.17 lakh nutrients tonne in 2016-17. Consumption of chemical fertilizers (NPK)
per hectare of gross cropped area was 245 Kg per hectare in 2015-16 and it remains to 245 Kg per

AGRICULTURAL MARKETING, PRICES and STORAGE FACILITIES

1.12 Marketing and storage facilities are crucial components of post-harvest technology. As on
31st March, 2017, there are 153 regulated markets in Punjab. The average number of villages and
area served per market is 82 and 329 (sq. kms.) respectively in 2016-17. The total storage
capacity for food grains increased from 218.53 lakh tonne in 2015-16 to 233.00 lakh tonne in
2016-17 which comprises of 149.78 lakh tonne of covered and 83.22 lakh tonne of open capacity.

Market Arrival of Paddy and Wheat

1.13  The market arrival of paddy and wheat has increased significantly. In the year 2016-17,
17915 thousand tonne of paddy and 11834 thousand tonne of wheat arrived in the market. (Box
14).

1.14  Punjab has a great role in ensuring food security of the nation by making significant
contribution of rice and wheat to Central Pool. Punjab ranked first among states in contribution of
wheat and rice to central pool for the year 2016-17. The total contribution of rice and wheat to the
Central Pool has increased from 188.40 lakh tonne in 2010-11 to 217.01 lakh tonne during 2016-
17 consisting of 110.52 lakh tonne of rice and 106.49 lakh tonne of wheat. (Box 15).

ALLIED SECTOR

Horticulture

1.15 Fruits and Vegetables can play an important role in diversity in the agriculture sector in the
state. The area under fruits increased from 0.69 lakh hectares in 2010-11 to 0.80 lakh hectares in
2016-17. Kinnow,orange, malta, lemon, guava, pear, mango and grapes are the main fruits grown

in Punjab.

The total area under all vegetable crops has increased from 1.03 lakh hectares in 2010-11 to 1.34
lakh hectares in 2016-17. Potato is the major vegetable crop of the state (Box 16).

1.16 The state Government has laid special emphasis on the diversification of agriculture
through development of horticulture. To promote horticulture in the State, the Government is also
taking special initiatives like strengthening of citrus estates, establishment of litchi & pear estates
and technology dissemination & training in horticulture practices to farmers.

Animal Husbandry, Dairying and Fisheries

1.17 Livestock sector contributed 7.86% to the Gross State Value Added (GSVA) at constant
(2011-12) prices in 2016-17(Q) and is expected to contribute 7.73% to the GSVA in 2017-18(A).
Punjab is the top producer of milk and is a leading producer of eggs in the country. The per capita
availability of milk in the State is highest in the country. Being labour intensive in nature, the
sector is instrumental in providing gainful self-employment opportunities to unemployed rural
youth and poorer sections of the society.

1.18  The department of animal husbandry has a vast infrastructure of 22 polyclinics, 1367
veterinary hospitals and 1489 veterinary dispensaries. A modern & state of the art Cattle
Breeding farm has been established at village Rauni in Patiala district. The buildings of 37 Tehsil/
Block level and 110 Village Level Veterinary Hospitals are being constructed. To fill the
requirement of veterinary doctors, a new veterinary college is being established at Rampuraphul
in district Bathinda. The infrastructure of Govt. Piggery Farms is being strengthened.

1.19 The State Government is implementing a number of Centrally Sponsored Schemes related
to animal production and animal disease prevention. The State Government is also implementing
a special state plan scheme for Animal Husbandry Extension and Training Programme with a
view to generate employment opportunities for un-employed educated youth for self-employment
in rural areas whereby extension and training programmes are implemented for disease Control,
awareness in management of animals/birds and animal welfare camps are also organised. Besides
this, the Government has also taken important initiatives like strengthening of infrastructure of
veterinary institutions, construction of new veterinary institutions at the block and tehsil level,
schemes for development of piggery and other livestock in the state with a special focus on low
income groups and development of fodder resources and processing. New projects under Gokul
Mission have been initiated for conservation of indigenous breeds.
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Dairy Development

1.20 Punjab is one of the leading producers of milk. Its daily milk production is about 295 lakh
litres. The State has capacity to process 82.4 lakh litres milk daily, out of which about 20 lakh
litres capacity is with Milkfed, Punjab and the rest is in the private sector. During 12th Five Year
Plan the state laid special emphasis on training and skill development of dairy farmers. One new
Dairy Training and Extension Centre was established at Sangrur. Now, the state has nine Dairy
Training and Extension Centres and various Dairy Training courses are in operation there. With
the objective of promoting mechanization of dairy farming incentive is provided under RKVY for
the purchase of Fodder Harvester and Fodder cutter. Direct marketing of milk is being promoted
by providing incentive for acquiring direct milk marketing unit comprising of small vehicles,
stainless steel milk tank 500 litres, bulk milk cooler with D.G set and automatic milk dispensing
system. Under National Programme for Dairy Development Milkfed Punjab is implementing big
projects at milk union Bathinda, Jalandhar and Amritsar. Main components of these projects are
new Ice Cream Plant at milk union Bathinda, Milk Powder plant at Jalandhar and increasing
processing capacity of milk union, Amritsar. In addition, project proposals for Milk Union
Sangrur and Hoshiarpur were submitted to Govt. of India.

1.21 Various steps are also being taken by the state for increasing the milk production like
increasing coverage of buffaloes under artificial insemination and supply of imported sexed
semen straws to farmers at subsidized rates to increase the female population of cattle.

Fisheries

1.22 During the year, 2017-18, 35515 acres area has been brought under fish culture in the
State. About 1818 lakh fish seed has been produced and supplied, out of which 682 lakh fish seed
has been supplied from Govt. fish farms and 1136 lakh fish seed from Private fish seed farms.
There was about 85513 tonne fish production in the state. About 3890 aspirants have been given
fisheries training. Bank loans of Rs. 228 lakh was provided to the fish farmers.

1.23  Under the R.K.V.Y. project "Development of Fish Culture in Non-Water Logged Areas
of Punjab the financial assistance of Rs. 462.58 lakh has been provided to 246 fish farmers and
about 615 acres area have been brought under fish culture upto 5.12.2017.
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Under the R.K.V.Y. project "Development of Fish Culture in Water Logged Areas of Punjab
the financial assistance of Rs.225.60 lakh has been provided to 65 fish farmers and about 248.61
acres area has been brought under fish culture upto Dec., 2017.

During the year 2014-15, funds to the tune of Rs.902.00 lakh were received under RKVY
scheme for modernization and up-gradation of seven Government Fish Seed Farms. Govt. Fish
Seed Farms Hyatnagar (Gurdaspur), Mohi (Ludhiana), Bir Dosanjh Nabha (Patiala), Malwal
(Ferozepur), Rai ke Kalan (Bathinda), Rajasansis (Amritsar) and Faridkot (Faridkot) were duly
renovated and taken over.

In the second phase, funds of Rs. 1063.00 lakh were received under RKVY scheme and Rs.
500.00 lakh were received from Punjab Urban Development Authority (PUDA) for
Modernization and Upgradation of seven Govt. Fish Seed Farms namely Katli (Rupnagar),
Bagriyan phaghan Majra (Fatehgarh Sahib), Bir Shikargah (Kapurthala), Benra (Sangrur),
Sangrur (Sangrur), Hariyana (Hoshiarpur) and Dhandua (Nawanshahar).

1.24  Government. Fish Seed Farm Benra (Sangrur), Sangrur (Sangrur) and Bir Shikargah
(Kapurthala) Haryana (Hoshiarpur), Bagariya Phaganmajra (Fatehgarh Sahib), Dhandua
(S.B.S.Nagar) and Katli (Roopnagar) were duly renovated and taken over.

Recent State Government Initiatives for the Welfare of Farmers

1.25 Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana' with the motto of 'Har Khet Ko Paani' was
launched. The over reaching vision of Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana (PMKSY) is to
ensure access to some means of protective irrigation to all agricultural farms in the country, to
produce 'per drop more crop', thus bringing much desired rural prosperity. PMKSY have
following programme components:

i) Accelerated Irrigation Benefit Programme (AIBP)

11) PMKSY (Har Khet ko Pani)

iii) PMKSY (Per Drop more Crop)

iv) PMKSY (Watershed Development)

1.26  District Irrigation Plans (DIPs) of all the 22 districts of the state are completed. These
DIPs amalgamated into a State Irrigation Plan (SIP). The DIPs and SIP approved by the State
level Sanctioning Committee (SLSC) uploaded on the website of PMKSY and have been
submitted to Gol.

1.27  To reduce input costs of farmers 1697 Agro Service Centres have been established
through cooperative societies. With this objective Cooperative societies have been provided with
latest machinery on subsidy for providing on custom hiring basis to small and marginal farmers at
a fair rent so that ordinary farmers can avail benefit of costly machinery.

1.28  State is setting up of Mega Food Park on 100 acres of land at Ladhowal, Ludhiana with
an investment of over Rs.117.00 crore. This infrastructure project is expected to establish modern
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facilities for food processing along the value change from farm to the market. The project is in its
advanced stage of implementation and is scheduled to be commissioned by February, 2019.

1.29  To promote maize crop under crop diversification programme and its smooth marketing,
3 maize dryers of 64 tonne and 5 maize dryers of 16 tonne capacity have been installed in maize
growing areas to facilitate the marketing by farmers.

1.30  The Horticulture Department has finalized 100 acre land at Attari for setting up Post
Graduate Institute of Horticulture Research and Education in Amritsar. The institute will be
established by Indian Council for Agriculture Research (ICAR) in collaboration with the Punjab
government. Five Citrus Estates are established at Hoshiarpur, Bhunga (Hoshiarpur), Badal (Sri
Mukatsar Sahib), Abohar, and Tahliwala Jattan (Fazilka). Approx. 38011 hactre area covered,
8035 farmers registered and 15732 samples (Soil, Water, leaf etc.) checked.

1.31  Strengthening of marketing infrastructure also received greater thrust during the last few
years. The Punjab Mandi Board has established a new modern Fruits and Vegetables Mandi in
phase-11 at SAS Nagar with an investment of Rs.50.00 crore. In addition, 5 modern fish and meat
markets are to be established soon. Out of 5 mandis, Tajpur Mandi (District Ludhiana) are
running successfully. Fish Market Bathinda and Amritsar approved by National Fishery
Development Board under the scheme RKVY. Two dedicated/specialized Wood Markets at
Balachaur( SBS Nagar), Dasuya are under progress and at Khasi Kalan (Ludhiana) is being
established. Naushehra mandi has been running successfully. A Common Facility Centre is being
established in Naushehra to train carpenters.

CHALLENGES & PROSPECTS

1.32 The cropping intensity in the state has already reached saturation and the irrigation
potential has also been fully exploited. Almost 99% of the cultivable land in the State is under
plough, there is no further scope of increasing the area under agriculture and any future growth in
agriculture has to necessarily come either from increased productivity or increase in prices of
agricultural output. However, productivity has also stagnated in the absence of any major
scientific break throughs and MSP of major crops is fixed by Government of India. The yield of
important crops like wheat and rice, though higher than national average, is nearing stagnation.
Increasing the yield of these food grain crops through scientific interventions holds the key to
sustain their high production in the future. Government of India shall fix the MSP on the basis of
Swami Nathan formula to make agriculture profitable.

1.33  The sustainability of agriculture in the State is at serious risk due to rapid depletion of
ground water resources and excessive reliance on the wheat-rice cropping pattern. The
diversification of agriculture is called for to overcome the environmental problems induced by the
wheat rice cropping cycle and to diversify the income sources of small and marginal farmers.
Better management practices and measures to improve input resource efficiency are needed to
check the depleting water table and soil degradation.
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1.34  Special efforts are being made to increase the area under less water consuming crops like
cotton, maize, oilseeds and pulses. The success in diversification can be achieved through assured
procurement at minimum support price by central agencies. To promote diversification in citrus,
plants of early ripening varieties of citrus like Daizy tangerine & W. Murcott mandarin and sweet
oranges are being produced at Jaliowal (Jalandhar) & Khanaura (Hoshiarpur) nurseries and will
be distributed to the farmers.

1.35  Farmers suicides are emerging as a major challenge for the State. Keeping it in view the
State Government has introduced Crop Loan Waiver Scheme in the State. About 10.25 lakh
farmers are expected to be covered under this scheme. In the first phase the crop loans of
marginal farmers, who have taken crop loan from Co-operative Banks upto 2.00 lakh are being
waived off. In a special function held at district Mansa on 7.1.2018 marginal farmers of 5 districts
(Mansa, Bathinda, Moga, Faridkot, Muktsar) under crop loan waiver scheme were covered.
Loans amounting of Rs.145.69 crore of 41974 marginal farmers were waived off. This process
will be continued for other districts also.

1.36  Paddy Straw management is emerging as a major issue for the state in view of dense air
pollution caused by paddy straw burning in the paddy season. In order to promote innovation in
paddy residue and identify new technologies, an amount of Rs.500.00 lakh has been allocated for
Paddy Straw Management Challenge Fund for innovation. To motivate, encourage and to reward
the Gram Panchayats to stop burning of paddy straw, the state government has allocated an
amount of Rs.20.00 crore in 2017-18. As a result of efforts of State Government, burning of
Paddy Straw has come down to 62% of the Paddy sown area during 2017 as compared to 85%
during the same period in 2016.
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2 ENERGY, INFRASTRUCTURE AND
COMMUNICATIONS

Energy is vital necessity for the overall development of any State. Adequate and reliable availablity of
power is indispensible for sustained growth of the economy. Power is central axis of Punjab's
agriculture and industrial sectors. Moreover, Punjab State Power Corporation Limited (PSPCL) has
taken many initiatives for giving best services to its consumers. Punjab is also endowed with vast
potential of renewable energy with installed capacity of 1551.55 MWs as against estimated potential
of 3114.50 MW by the year 2022. Infrastructure also forms the backbone of any country and presence
of quality infrastructure is a pre-requisite for rapid economic development. Punjab stands high
among other states in terms of physical infrastructure. Punjab has one of the best road, rail and air

transport network in India and also kept pace in development in means of communication.

23 Energy generated by thermal power plants is 5205 Mkwh in 2017-18 (RE) with total plant
load factor 22.51% whereas energy generated will be 5479 Mkwh in 2018-19 (Estimates) with
23.69% plant load factor.
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Energy Availability

24 During 2017-18(RE) the total available energy was 56477 Mkwh. Out of this total available
energy hydro plants generated 8415 Mkwh whereas thermal Plants contributed 5204 Mkwh. The
anticipated purchase from other power plants of different states is expected to be 42858 Mkwh in
2017-18 (RE) which is higher than the last year. During 2018-19 (Estimates) it is estimated to make

2.5 During 2017-18(RE) the industrial sector, domestic sector, agriculture sector, commercial
sector and others used 16000 Mkwh, 13796 Mkwh, 12356 Mkwh, 4028 MKwh and 1591 Mkwh
electricity whereas it was 14314 Mkwh, 13080 Mkwh, 12009 Mkwh, 3802 Mkwh and 1508 Mkwh
during 2016-17.

2.6 Punjab being an agriculture state, high yielding varieties of seeds and use of chemical
fertilizers have generated a great demand for irrigation. This gives a boost to utilization of ground
water resources by installing tubewells. For this purpose, total number of tubewell energized during
2017-18 is 12628 which brings the cumulative number of tubewells energized in the state to 1364320.
(Annexure Table 2.6)

power cuts & breakdowns etc. through website and PSPCL APP (on mobile).

e Customer care Centers & Centralized Electricity call centre functional for main cities has
been rolled out for consumer based services.

e 24x7 Nodal Complaint Centres have been made operational at Divisional level for prompt
redressal of complaints.

e Centralized online Consumer complaint/grievances handling system & GRMS (Grievances
Redressal Mechanism) are placed.

e [T initiative taken for 47 towns under R-APDRP project has been completed. Additionally 97

more towns are being integrated under IPDS scheme.

e Under Govt. of India sponsored R-APDRP (Part-B) scheme, work for improving the
distribution and sub transmission system in 46 towns with an approximate cost of Rs 1632.70
crore has been undertaken. The work of 16 towns has already been completed. The remaining
will be completed by the end of this financial year.

e E-payments through Rupay Card, Cash Cards &Money Wallets PAYTM, RTGS/NEFT have
also been introduced by PSPCL.
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Transmission and Distribution Capacity and Losses

2.7 There are 939069 electrical distribution transformers with a capacity of 30560505 KVA
installed in the state during 2016-17. The maximum number (106009) transformers were installed at
Patiala followed by Sangrur (104271) and Ludhiana (68521) respectively. Pathankot has minimum
(6528) number of transformers. There are 915 grid sub - station with transmission capacity of
53960(MVA). As far as the length of LT and HT lines are concerned, there are 152178 ckt km and
232289 ckt km during 2016-17 whereas it was 152446 ckt km and 219051 ckt km during 2015-16
respectively. Transmission and distribution losses are another area where special focus is needed.

According to PSPCL, there are 15.68 % Aggregate Technical & Commercial losses as on 30.09.2017.

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Enforcement Wing

2.8 The enforcement wing of PSPCL has checked 4,22,825 electricity connections during 2017-
18 to curb the theft of electricity / leakage of revenue. Out of these checked connections 64,465

violations have been detected and the total amount of Rs.6306.88 lakhs has been charged from the
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defaulters. Besides this during 2018-19, all possible efforts will be made by Enforcement wing to

reduce losses and eliminate theft of electricity.

Consumption of Petroleum Products

29 Petroleum is used in our everyday life like fueling, domestic and commercial uses, means of
transportation, factories, manufacturing goods and many more products and by-products. The
consumption of petrol in 2016-17 was 805822 M. Tonnes and high speed diesel was 3348076 M.
Tonnes which showed upward trends. As far as L.P.G. consumption is concerned, it is 805940
M.Tonnes, having 6899945 L.P.G. regular connections. In Punjab there are 759 L.P.G. gas agencies
which were responsible for regular supply of L.P.G to consumers. The consumption of other
petroleum products like light diesel oil, furnance oil and was 6125 M.Tonnes and 216896 M.Tonnes
respectively during 2016-17. (Annexure Table 2.7)

RENEWABLE ENERGY

2.10  Punjab Energy Development Agency is the state nodal agency for the promotion and
development of renewable energy projects and energy conservation projects in Punjab. At present the
cumulative capacity of new and renewable sources of energy (NRSE) projects in the state is 1551.55
MW. It is estimated that the state of Punjab would further achieve an additional capacity of 3114.50
MW power through renewable sources of energy by the year 2022. The contribution would come
from Solar, Biomass, Co-generation, Hydel and Waste to Energy Projects. The generation of power
from above renewable sources of energy will also help in mitigating carbon dioxide emissions and

combat climate change. (Box 20)

State Government Initiatives in Renewable Energy

(i) SCHEME FOR INSTALLATION OF SOALR PUMPING IN AGRICULTURE SECTOR
FOR IRRIGATION PURPOSE: In order to use Solar Power in Agriculture sector at large scale
5000 Solar pumps of capacity 3HP and SHP are to be installed during the F.Y.2018-19 under the
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provision of 58% subsidy by Punjab govt. and 22% subsidy by Govt. of India of the total cost of the
pump. These systems would be installed for irrigation in agriculture, horticulture and other allied

sectors. The main beneficiaries of this scheme would be medium & small farmers. A total no. of 1955
solar pumps have been installed in the State. These 5000 pumps will save 20MW of electricity and
about 80000 units per day and total saving in a year would be about 300 Lakhs units which will save
about Rs. 14 crores of State Govt. being given as subsidy to the farmers. Solar Pumping scheme is
very beneficial for State Govt. and the farmers.

(ii) SOLAR POWER PROGRAMME: Punjab is also endowed with vast potential of solar energy
with over 300 days of sunshine in a year with insulation level varying between 4-7 Kwh/sq.km. At
present installed capacity of Solar Power Projects is 898MW including rooftop plant of capacity 19.50
MW installed at Dera Beas in district Amritsar which is largest plant in the world.

(iii) BIO-MASS POWER PROJECTS: 7 projects of capacity 62.50 MW have been set up in the
Punjab and 3 Biomass projects of capacity 14 MW are under installation i.e.6 MW in Village Manuke
Gill District Moga, 4 MW ( Biomethanation based) in village Birpind Distt. Jalandhar and 4 MW in
Village Binjon Distt. Hoshiarpur.

(iv) CO-GENERATION POWER PLANTS: Since the State of Punjab has an established industrial
base which is expanding, Co-generation Plants have proved to be highly beneficial for the industry.
The sugar, paper, fertilizer, chemical, textile and other industries are presently having an estimated
combined potential of 500 MW. A capacity of 433.40 MW has already been added and projects of 50
MW capacities are under implementation.

(v) MICRO/MINI HYDRO ELECTRIC PROJECTS: Punjab has total potential of over 250 MW
at canal falls out of which 156.15 MW capacity projects are in operation.

(vi) WASTE TO ENERGY POWER PROJECTS: At presently about 5000 Metric Tonnes of
Municipal Urban and Industrial solid waste is being produced everyday in urban areas by introducing
scientific processing and treatment of this quantity of waste would add to power generation besides
being environmentally benignant. A project of 1.50 MW capacity has been successfully
commissioned in Habowal dairy complex, Ludhiana and two more projects at Jamsher Dairy
Complex, Jalandhar and Tajpur Dairy Complex, Ludhiana will be implemented during the next year.

Apart from above mentioned projects, 54000 street lights, 1955 Solar Pumps, 9000 Home
Lighting systems, 22500 Solar Cookers, 33 lakhs Litre Solar Water Heating Systems and 1.75 lakhs

Biogas Plants have been installed in Punjab.

Bio-Gas Plants

2.11 Bio-gas plants not only provide energy in a clean and non-polluted form in rural areas but
also produce nitrogen enriched manure for increasing crop production. Punjab Energy Development
Agency (PEDA) has installed 1200 Bio-gas plants during 2017-18 against the target of 3050 Bio-gas
plants. (Annexure Table 2.8)
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Solar Thermal Systems Installed

2.12  Solar Energy Programme is aimed at supplementing thermal energy requirements by
harnessing solar energy at different temperature by directly converting it into heat energy. Under
Solar thermal extension programme, 29102 solar street lights are installed by Punjab Energy

Development Agency during 2017-18. (Annexure Table 2.9)

INFRASTRUCTURE

2.13  Infrastructure sector is a key driver for state economy. During 2017-18, with the total cost of
approximately Rs. 650.00 crore, the works of 10 Judicial Court Complexes, 3 District Administrative
Complexes, 3 Govt./Aeronautical /Sports colleges, 20 Meritorious/ Middle Schools, Goindwal Sahib
Jail at Tarn Taran, Punjab Technical University Projects at Moga and Jalandhar, 4 Memorials at
Kartarpur, Fatehgarh Sahib, Ferozpur & Hoshiarpur, Cattle Breeding Farm at Rampura Phul, various
works at Govt. Medical College, New Circuit House, Fishery farm & PRTC Bus Depot at Amritsar
and various works in Food Park at Ladowal & Borlauge Institute for South Asia at Ludhiana are in

progress.

Roads

2.14  Road transport is very important in country’s Infrastructural development which is vital to the
progress of economy of the state. The total road length in Punjab during 2016-17 was 72212 km. The
work of 4 laning of National Highways which consists of 620 km with total cost of Rs. 11319.00
crore is in progress. Out of this, 512 km road length has been completed. In addition to this an amount
of Rs. 370.00 crore has been spent on upgradation and periodical maintenance of 120 km of National
Highways.

Five roads with a length of 350 km has been declared as National Highways in 2017-18.
During this financial year, under PMGSY scheme, up-gradation of 723 Km road length has been
completed. Rs.54.80 crore have been spent on new construction of roads & Rs. 31.42 crore have been
spent on C.C. flooring. Under NABARD Scheme, road length of 115.81 km and 3 Bridges has been
completed with an expenditure of Rs.30.71 crore. Under CRF scheme, road length of 50 km has been
completed with an expenditure of Rs.96.23 crore. Under PIDB funded projects, Kotkapura-Muktsar
road on BOT mode has been put on toll w.e.f. 13.09.2017.

Railways

2.15 The railway network in Punjab has 1844.649 km as route length and 2829.898 km as track
network. As far as broad gauge is concerned, it is 1680.659 kms and narrow gauge is 163.99 kms as

on 31* March 2017. In broad gauge category 453 out of total 1850 km route has electrified which
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accounts for 24.48% (as on 31® March 2017). During 2016-17 freight traffic was 1,27,36,972

thousands tonnes whereas 870 lakh passengers traffic was noted during this period.

CIVIL AVIATION

International Civil Air Terminal At Mohali

2.16 An MoU was signed between Government of Punjab and Airports Authority of India and
Government of Haryana for the development of International Civil Air Terminal at Mohali. Domestic
and International flight operations were started from the new Terminal Building in the year 2016.
Runway for airfield is being upgraded to handle wide bodied aircrafts during low visibility condition.

This will allow for greater domestic and international connectivity.

Punjab State Civil Aviation Council

2.17 To promote training standards in the field of flying and Aircraft Maintenance Engineering in
the state of Punjab, Punjab State Civil Aviation Council has been established. The Council has
procured two single engine and one multi engine trainer aircraft for this purpose. Two more single
engine trainer aircrafts are being procured by the Council. Punjab State Aeronautical Engineering
College is being established at Patiala. The campus building is under construction and admission
process is expected to start from academic session 2018. Total cost of this project is approximately

Rs. 26.00 crore.

Regional Connectivity Scheme-UDAN

2.18 The Ministry of Civil Aviation Government of India had announced the National Civil
Aviation Policy 2016. In this regard Government of Punjab has signed an MOU with Ministry of Civil
Aviation Government of India and Airport Authority India in June,. 2017 to provide air connectivity
under Regional Connectivity Scheme at Ludhiana, Bathinda, Pathankot and Adampur. Flights under
this scheme have commenced from Bathinda and Ludhiana and flights from Adampur and Pathankot
are expected to start very soon. Department has proposed a budget provision of Rs.8.00 crore during

the financial year 2018-19 for the payment of state share of viability gap funding under this scheme.

Communication

2.19 Punjab has kept in pace with development in means of communication. According to BSNL,
total no. of landline connections was 565804 and mobile connection was 4886379 as on 31/03/2017.

There are 1467 telephone exchange as on Dec.2017.
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3 INDUSTRY

Economic development of the economy is attainable only when it follows the right path of
development i.e. at first stage a shift from Agriculture to industry and then from
industry/secondary sector to tertiary sector is need of the hour to open new avenues for
development. Hence for sustainable growth of economy, it is imperative that the industrial sector
is given due importance and efforts required to develop it simultaneously with that of agriculture

sector. The share of industry in the GSVA of state is 24.70% in 2016-17 (Q).

3.2 To give further boost to industrial sector in the state, the State Government has notified the
‘Industrial & Business Development Policy-2017, which is a part of the vision to put the state back
on high trajectory of growth and prosperity. The new Policy is a holistic framework for sustainable
industrial growth of the State. The Policy is architected around eight core strategic pillars of
Infrastructure, Power, Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME), Ease of Doing Business,
Startup & Entrepreneurship, Skill Development, Fiscal & Non-Fiscal Incentives and Stakeholder
Engagement supported by Sector Specific Strategies for growth. The policy offers attractive
opportunities for companies to invest in the State. To boost industry in State, Government has
provided power subsidy amounting to Rs.1440 crore by providing power @ Rs. 5 per unit to

industry.

33 In pursuance of the resolve of the Government to provide for One-stop Clearance
of the proposals of new investments in the State, the Government of Punjab has established
the Punjab Bureau of Investment Promotion (PBIP).As a result of the progressive policies of the
State Government, 572 proposals with proposed investment of about Rs.38436 crore have been
received in the Bureau. The key proposals are from Homi Bhabha Cancer Hospital & Research
Centre, Indian Sucrose, Godrej Tyson, HDFC Bank, WTC Noida Dev. Co. Pvt. Ltd., Trayatna
Developers, Happy Forgings, ITC, Cargill India, Amul, Mahindra HZPC, Sonalika Tractors,
Infosys, Kansai Nerolac, Adani Logistic, Ultra Tech Cements, Walmart India, Indian Oil
Corporation, DMC, Mrs. Bector (Cremica), Hind Terminals, Saber Coating (P) Ltd. and Apollo
Hospitals etc.

34 The prestigious Refinery project of M/s Guru Gobind Singh has been set up at village

Phullo Khari District Bathinda, Punjab by HPCL-Mittal Energy Ltd. (HMEL), a joint venture

company of M/s Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Ltd. & M/s Mittal Energy Ltd. The project
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with the installed refining capacity of 9 Million Metric Tonnes Per Annum (MMTPA) on more
than 2000 acres of land is the largest investment with Rs.21,500 crore at a single location in State
so far. This project promotes downstream Petroleum / Polypropylene based small & medium scale

industries.

Growth of Industries

MICRO, SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES (MSME)

3.5 There are an estimated 1.72 lac registered Micro, Small, Medium and Large
Industrial Units in the State as on 31.3.2017 with the fixed investment of about Rs.86324 crore
and employing about 15.26 lakh persons. These wunits produced industrial goods worth
Rs.201590 crore in 2016-17 including items such as Hosiery Goods, Bicycles and Cycle
Parts, Automobile Parts, Sewing Machine Parts, Yarn and Textile, Hand Tools and Machine

Tools, Sports Goods and Leather Goods.

3.6 The cumulative growth of industrial sector in Punjab during the recent years is

given in (Box 21).

3.7 During 2015-16 the number of large & medium scale industrial units was 457 with a fixed
investment of Rs 67069 crore, which provided employment to 2.57 lac persons with a turnover of

Rs.95953 crore. During the year 2016-17 (P) these units were increased to 469 with a fixed
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investment of Rs.69591 crore, which will generate employment to 2.68 lac persons with a turnover of
Rs 104973 crore.

3.8 During 2015-16 there were 163460 small scale industrial units with an investment of Rs.
15954 crore which generated employment to 12.00 lac persons with a turnover of Rs. 92114 crore.
During the year 2016-17 (P) this number increased to 171450 with a fixed investment of Rs.16733

crore, which provided employment to 12.58 lac persons, with a production value of Rs. 96617 crore.
Industrial Performance
3.9 Growth rate of Industrial sector in Punjab v/s India is given in Box 22. Punjab recorded a

growth rate of 4.49 % in 2016-17(Q) and is estimated to grow by 4.52 % in 2017-18 (A).

3.12 National Sample Survey Organization is collecting data regarding registered factories every
year through Annual Survey of Industries popularly known as ASI. As per the ASI, the number of
factories in Punjab have increased from 12278 in 2013-14 to 12413 in 2014-15 showing an increase of
1.10% whereas Fixed Capital has increased from Rs.39,35,562 lakh in 2013-14 to Rs. 41,14,017 in
2014-15 showing an increase of 4.53%. The net value added has also increased 2.29 % during this
period but the number of employees had declined by 3.24 %. (Box 24)

Skill Development

3.13 The State has already set up a Skill Development Mission, which would be further
strengthened. The State would ensure convergence of various skill training schemes to bring scale
and synergy. The State is conscious of the dire need for the industry to adopt next generation
manufacturing to become globally competitive. Given high dependence on low skill labour, re-
skilling or up-skilling of existing workforce will be required to make them ready for the new
requirements. The State would set up cluster specific skill centres for various manufacturing
sectors to ensure skilled work force for the industry. The State would also focus on employment
generating service industry and train its youth for service industry. The State would strengthen
industry institute interaction to enhance the employability of youth and would set up Ghar Ghar
Rozgar portal to connect skilled youth to the industry.

Infrastructure

3.14 The State would develop quality industrial infrastructure with robust policies for its
maintenance. The Industrial Parks and Industrial Estates would be brought under one agency and
all the necessary amenities and common facilities will be provided in these estates. All the estate
management policies will be simplified. The State will also develop Chandigarh - Ludhiana -
Amritsar and Chandigarh - Hoshiarpur - Gurdaspur as Urban Industrial Corridors.

The State will also set up following sector specific Industrial Parks:

¢ Automobile Manufacturing Park, preferable alongside the Dedicated Freight Corridor.

e Greenfield Light Engineering Park along the Eastern Dedicated Freight Corridor.

e Leather Apparel Park close to upcoming Footwear Design and Development Institute.

e Sport Goods Park at Jalandhar.

e Plastic Parks at Bhatinda and Ludhiana.

e Technical Textile Park.

¢ Aerospace and Defence Park.

¢ Advanced Manufacturing Parks especially along the Amritsar Kolkata Industrial Corridor
(AKDIC).
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Food Parks keeping in view agri produce in different districts.

e Air-Cargo hub i.e. Permanent perishable cargo export center to be revived and upgraded in
Anmritsar.

e New cargo export center at Mohali.

e IT and ESDM Park at Rajpura.

e Shredder plant for obsolete automobiles in Gobindgarh.

Clusters

3.15 The State Govt. has identified 20 clusters under Micro & Small Enterprises Development
Programme (MSE-CDP) which is a very good Gol scheme and the State Govt. can take advantage
of the same for creation of industrial infrastructure for MSME sector by establishing Common
Facility Centres (CFCs) under the scheme. The financial patron of the scheme itself suggests that
majority of the project cost (70% to 90%) can be obtained from Gol assistance and the balance is
to be contributed by the cluster members. The Govt. of India has approved 2 Detailed Project
Reports (DPRs) for establishment of CFC with the project cost of Rs.30.00 crore under this
scheme.

Department of Industries and Commerce, Govt. of Punjab, has introduced an “On Going
Allotment Scheme” where under entrepreneur intending to set up project can seek allotment of
industrial plot in the Industrial Focal Points as per their requirement at any point of time.
Applications seeking allotment of plots are processed in transparent manner and decision of
allotment is made in a time bound manner thereby facilitating pace of industrialization in the State.

Startup and Entrepreneurship

3.16  Startup and Entrepreneurship are crucial for future growth of State’s economy. The State
will start a strong Startup movement and Entrepreneurship development to unleash the creative and
innovative streak of its new generations. The State would make targeted efforts to develop a strong
eco-system wherein Startups and entrepreneurs can attain optimum potential. The State would set
up a dedicated organization for spearheading its strategy and action plan for promotion of Startup
and Entrepreneurship.

Fiscal and Non-Fiscal Incentives

3.17 The State would provide a variety of fiscal and non-fiscal incentives to support the growth of
existing industries and to attract new investments. The policy provides strong support to MSME:s to
enhance their access to Finance, Technology, Market, Infrastructure and other needs. The State has
identified certain thrust sectors for growth and they have been provided higher incentives. Keeping
in view the significance of Anchor investors, they have been offered special incentives in the
policy. It has also given a package of incentives for revival of sick industries. Extreme Border Zone
has also been given special incentives. The policy provides a host of non-fiscal incentives to
promote industrial growth.
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Ease of Doing Business

3.18 The State recognizes the utmost need for providing conducive environment to the industry
and businesses in the State. The State would strengthen Invest Punjab initiative by setting up
“Business First” portal to provide all services and fiscal incentives regularly to the businesses
through one common integrated platform and business friendly service delivery network. Each
business will be given a unique identification. This will avoid supplying information to multiple web
portals and creating multiple credentials. The State would set up District Bureau of Enterprise to
provide a wide range of services to the industry. The State would reengineer the processes of seven
core departments connected with industrial development and growth so as to make them extremely

simple and easy to follow.
INSTITUTIONAL FRAMEWORK

The Punjab Agro Industries Corporation Ltd. (PAIC)

3.19 Punjab Agro Industries Corporation is the premier organization of Punjab Government,
entrusted with the responsibility of promotion and facilitation of agro based industries including agro
processing, dairy processing, poultry processing, agro residue processing, food & horticulture
processing, agro chemicals manufacturing etc. PAIC is the Nodal Agency in the State to facilitate
investment in the agriculture sector including agro processing under the State Government’s Mega
Project Scheme announced as a part of Industrial Policy, 2009. Under the mega food Park Scheme
announced by the Ministry of Food Processing, Govt. of India, Punjab Agro has sent a proposal to
establish a mega food park, at the cost of Rs 117.61 crore in Ladowal, District Ludhiana. The

establishment work of project will be completed during Dec.2018.

Punjab Infotech

3.20 The Corporation introduced Training in IT in 1988 under the name Cal-C and Cal-C
Franchise Scheme was introduced in 1998. Presently Punjab Infotech has a strong network of
100+Cal-C authorized franchise centres in Punjab and Himachal Pradesh. Punjab Infotech is offering
various long term and short term courses in information technology at its Cal-C centres to meet the

diverse requirement of youth of the region.
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Startup Cell in Punjab Infotech

3.21 Startup and Entrepreneurship is one of the key strategic pillars of New Industrial and
Business Development Policy 2017. With this aim, the Government of Punjab has recently launched
the startup and Entrepreneurship Development Policy 2017 as a part of Industrial and Business
development 2017.Policy announces the launch of 'Startup of Punjab' in line with central

government 'Startup India' and 'Standup India’ Initiatives.

Startup Cell has been created in Punjab Infotech to provide necessary Secretarial and
Technical support to the Startup Coordination Committee. This Cell shall also acts as a single
connect with Government Departments where the Startup needs to implement their projects. Its
role would be to highlight amalgamate and disseminate the resources, funding mechanisms,
investments, incentives available at a single portal for Startups in Punjab. Punjab infotech is also
participating as a Partner state in various events on behalf of Punjab Government to create

awareness about the incentives being facilitated to Startups and incubators.

Punjab Small Industries and Export Corporation Ltd. (PSIEC)
3.22  PSIEC is a Nodal Agency of Punjab Government for promotion of exports and nominated
agency for the implementation of Central Government Scheme known as Assistance to State for

Developing Export Infrastructure and Allied activities (ASIDE).

The State has taken the initiative to develop new Industrial Park for promotion of hi-tech Cycle
Industry. The new Hi-tech Cycle valley will provide state of the art infrastructure, common
facilities for effluent treatment, design facilities, convention and exhibition centres, warehousing

and logistic services amongst other facilities.

State is also going to develop a Modern Focal Point at Nabha in 83.81 acres with a total cost of
Rs.55.40 crore. with the assistance of Govt. of India scheme namely Modified Industrial

Infrastructure Up-gradation Scheme (MIIUS) which is likely to be completed by March 2019.

State Govt. has been able to get approved 4 projects under Gol scheme Integrated Infrastructure
Development (IID) scheme. It is going to start the up-gradation of Industrial Focal Point,
Ludhiana, Phase IV, Jalandhar (Old & Expansion), Bathinda (New) and Mandi Gobindgarh. Under
this scheme 20% of the project cost will be borne by the implementing agency and balance 80%

cost of the project is contributed by the Govt. of India.
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4 \EMPLOYMENT GENERATION & POVERTY
ALLEVIATION

Employment generation and poverty alleviation have always remained the significant goals of
development planning in the State. The concept of sustainable economic growth that implies progressive
changes in the socio-economic formation of a country or society in terms of eradication of poverty and
unemployment and also inequality, illiteracy, malnutrition has been accepted as a proper intention to
desire for. To generate additional employment opportunities, Government of Punjab has started a new
scheme Ghar Ghar Rozgar. Under the scheme Government has provided jobs to 84000 un-employed
youth by organizing job Melas. Punjab is much better placed among the major states of the country in
terms of poverty ratio. The poverty ratio of 11.3% is significantly lower than the national average of
29.5 %.

EMPLOYMENT

4.2 The number of job seekers (both educated and un-educated) on the live registers of Employment
Exchanges during 2016 was 3.18 lakhs, out of which 2.30 lakhs were educated unemployed. Out of the
educated job seekers, 1.74 lakhs (75.65%) were non- technical whereas 0.56 lakhs (24.35%) were
technically qualified. The number of job seekers as per live register as on 30" Nov. 2017 was 3,03,086.
(Annexure table 4.1 )

UN-EMPLOYMENT RATE
4.3 As per the 68" round of National Sample Survey, the unemployment rate (usual status adjusted)
in Punjab was 2.4% and the All India rate was 2.3%. (Box 25)

4.4 The youth Un-Employment rate (PS) (age group 15-29 years) in the state was 7.7% in the rural
area and 6.3% in the urban Punjab. The corresponding figures for all India are 6.5% and 10.2%
respectively.

State Government Initiatives for Employment Generation

Employment Generation

4.5 The State Government is making all out efforts to enhance the employability of the youth by
imparting job specific vocational skills. During 2017 (Jan.-Nov. 2017), the concerned department
registered 90,178 applicants out of which 3,473 applicants were provided employment. For the same
period, the department has organized 131 Employment fairs in which, 67,012 applicants appeared and

out of which 8,989 applicants were provided employment.

Punjab Skill Development Mission

4.6 National Skill Development policy 2009 set out the target of skilling 50 million poor rural and
urban youth of the country by 2022. In order to achieve the target, all the States were asked to set up
State Skill Development Missions at State level under the chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister to
co-ordinate, steer and guide the Skill Development initiatives of Central and State Governments.
Accordingly, Punjab Skill Development Mission was established in 2014 by State Government under
the chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister, Punjab. The objective of this Mission is to Skill the youth
of Punjab for Employability and Entrepreneurship. To achieve this objective, State Government has
fixed the target of providing Skill Development training to one lakh youth every year. During the
current year the following schemes are being run by the Punjab Skill Development Mission with the
assistance of Central/State Govt.

To implement these schemes, the Mission has already identified private training partners with the
assistance of National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC). These training partners have been allotted
the scheme-wise targets. At present, 80 Skill Training Centers have been started.

Apart from this, The State Government has planned and taken many initiatives through PSDM to
make the youth skillful. The details of which are as under.

Establishment of multipurpose skill development centers

4.7 Punjab government has established top rated and world class skill development centers at
Ludhiana, Jalandhar, Amritsar, Bathinda and Hoshiarpur with a cost of Rs. 60.00 crore.With the
assistance of National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC) , 22 Multipurpose Skill Development
Centers one in each district have been planned to establish in the State. 2000 candidates will be trained
per center per year in the already established 5 Multipurpose Skill Development Centers.

In order to impart world class training facilities, Punjab government has established 3 health

established such 3 centers in Amritsar, Patiala and Faridkot at the cost of Rs 30.00 crore. The main
purpose of this project will be to fulfill the requirements regarding the profession at local, State, National

and International level related to health sector.
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Regarding establishment of Skill Development Centers (SDC) in rural area of each block of
the state

4.9 Punjab Government has established 200 Rural Skill centers in each block in rural areas of the
state. From amongst them, 145 rural centers have already been constructed and the rest are likely to be
completed soon. The main purpose is to enable the youth for self employment in private sector. An
amount of Rs.40.00 crore is likely to be spent on these Skill Development Centers. In each training center
training would be imparted to 200 candidates in a year.

Foreign Employment and Training Bureau, Punjab

4.10 Foreign Employment and Training Bureau (FETB) has been constituted under Punjab State
Council for Employment Generation and Training Society to guide candidates about the legal ways of
immigration and to make them aware about the laws of immigration of foreign countries. This Bureau

provided training to applicants under public private partnership.

Migrant Resource Centre, Punjab

4.11 During 2011-12, Punjab Govt. set up a Migrant Resource Centre (MRC) at Chandigarh to control
irregular migration. MRC is working as a Telephone helpline and works as a counseling Centre for
Punjabi youth intending to migrate. Candidates interested in going abroad are provided information about
immigration Act 1983, general immigration rules of foreign countries. Skill shortage list/positive list of
occupations in demand is also provided by MRC 212 candidates approached this centre for information
on immigration during 2017-18.

Mass Counseling Programme

4.12  In order to create awareness and to provide educational and vocational guidance to youth, a Mass
Counseling Programme was organized during 01-11-2017 to 30-11-2017. Under this Programme,
1,90,000 youth were given counseling about various courses, job opportunities, training and other
facilities.

Maharaja Ranjit Singh Armed Forces Services Preparatory Institute

4.13 The Maharaja Ranjit Singh Armed Forces Services Preparatory Institute has been established to
provide focused and goal oriented training to cadets and to equip them with the required intellectual,
physical skills and character qualities for joining the National Defence Academy and becoming
commissioned officers in the Armed Forces.

During 2017-18, 35 cadets of Sixth course have started their 12" class curriculum and also their
UPSC training w.e.f Feb., 2017. 28 cadets have passed the UPSC written exam of NDA in Sep., 2017 and
their SSB training has been started. 50 cadets of 7" course have started their 11" class study. For the
admission of AFPI 8" course, an entrance examination will be held during 2018.
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Marine Academy at Roopnagar
4.14  The main objective of this scheme is to tackle the problem of un-employment by establishing a
Marine Naval Academy at Birla Farms, Roopnagar. It will provide training to about 600 students of

science background to prepare them for various trades of navy in three phases.

Mai Bhago Armed Forces Preparatory Institute

4.15 Mai Bhago Armed Forces Preparatory Institute for girls has been set up by the State Government
at SAS Nagar. This Institute is the only institute of its kind in the entire country which trains young girls
from Punjab for joining the armed forces as commissioned officers. The institute have an annual intake of
25 girls and duration of training is of 3 years at the graduation level. During 2017-18, the institute
enrolled third batch of 25 lady Cadets. With this enrolment the institute attained its peak capacity of 75
lady cadets. First batch have appeared to Air Force Entrance Test 2017 and eight Lady Cadets have
passed. Similarly they have also appeared for Combined Defence Services Exam held in Nov. 2017 for
which result is awaited. SSB interviews for Lady Cadets who pass the written exam will be held in

Mar/April/May 2018.

Centre for Training and Employment of Punjab Youth(C-PYTE)

4.16 The Centre for Training and Employment of Punjab Youth (C-PYTE) is a unique organization
which is inculcating self discipline spirit of national integration, secularism, dignity of labour and work
culture besides imparting technical skills for employing the youth in various fields by themselves rather
than seeking wage employment alone. The major beneficiaries of the scheme are the rural unemployed
youth who are given pre selection training for joining the Army, Central Para Military Forces besides
imparting technical training to upgrade their skills. The organization has established 14 C-PYTE training
camps for boys at different places in Punjab and one C-PYTE camp for girls at Kairon (Tarn-Taran). The
campers are provided free training, free food, free accommodation and stipend of Rs. 400 per month
besides providing the various recreational facilities. The scheme endeavours to marginalize
unemployment amongst the youth of Punjab and ensure their gainful employment particularly amongst
the youth of border areas and youth belonging to SC/ST and backward classes. During 2017 (Upto
30.11.2017), 4773 youth were trained in C-PYTE camps,out of which 975 youth have been gainfully

employed in various organizations.

Apni Gaddi Apna Rozgar Yojna
417 “Apni Gaddi Apna Rozgar” Yojna is a new scheme implemented to provide self-
employment/entrepreneurial avenues to youth of Punjab in Transport sector. The scheme would cater to

the needs of youth desirous of working in transport sector as driver/owner of 2 and /or 3 and /or 4 wheeler
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Potential beneficiaries would be finally selected by private players depending upon statute requirements
and their business viability. Manpower database will be arranged by the Department of Employment
Generation and Training through Deputy Commissioner / District Bureaus of employment and
Enterprises (DBEEs). Under the scheme, the taxis would be provided at subsidized rates and no collateral
would be required for the loan for purchasing the taxi. The loan payment period would be 5 years.

Department of Employment Generation and Training (DEGT), Punjab would be the Nodal
Agency on behalf of Punjab Government. DEGT would sign Memorandum of Understanding with
suitable private players for the success of this Scheme. Private players would be the executing agencies
for the scheme. DEGT and the private players would work in coordination with Transport Department,
Police Department, Punjab Skill Development Mission and other line departments. Deputy
Commissioners/ DBEEs would be the representatives of the DEGT in the respective Districts. Scheme
would run in public private partnership. DEGT would find and engage suitable private players for the
success of the Scheme.

The Punjab government has tied up with two largest taxi operator companies in India, OLA and
UBER During 01-04-2017 to 31-01-2018 Government has arranged jobs to 8713 candidates with
companies like OLA and UBER.

Impetus to Technical Education

4.18 Chief Minister Scholarship Scheme has been implemented for the benefit of meritorious
students studying in Govt. Polytechnic Colleges. As a result of which the polytechnic colleges have been
able to attract meritorious students and the admission status has also improved by approximately 25
percent. MoU was signed between Department of Technical Education & Industrial Training and
Reliance Jio Infocom Ltd. to provide all campuses of government promoted Engineering Colleges,
Government Polytechnic Colleges and Govt. Industrial Training Institutes Wifi facility free of cost. It has
been decided to set up Skill University in the name of Sri Guru Gobind Singh at Sri Chamkaur Sahib. For

this purpose 100 Acres of land has been identified. Process to acquire the land is under progress.

Ghar-Ghar Rozgar

4.19 The State Government has taken a major initiative to start a new scheme Ghar-Ghar Rozgar to
provide employment to unemployed youth through Mega Placement Drive/ Mega job fair. Under the

scheme Government has provided jobs to 84000 un-employed youth by organizing job Melas.

POVERTY ALLEVIATION

4.20  “As long as poverty & hunger is prevalent in any continent or country, then the world at large is

never safe.” Poverty is not an accident like slavery and apartheid; it is man-made and can be removed by
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the action of human beings. Eradication of poverty has always remained top priority of the Government.
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) has devised Sustainable Development Goal’s (SDGs)

and included poverty as one of major goal.

Punjab has tackled the problem of poverty in more effective manner than other states. As per the latest
estimates the state has only 11.3% population living below poverty line as compared to 29.5% at national
level. Although Punjab has highest number of socially under privileged population yet it has lowest
percentage of population living below poverty line. However within state various sections of the society

are still deprived and under privileged.

4.21 As per the results of SECC-2011 (Socio-Economic and Caste Census) survey released recently
Punjab has still a sizeable proportion of socially underprivileged population. It revealed that over one
third (36.74%) of rural population belongs to Scheduled Castes. In addition to it, there is a large number
of people of backward classes living in the state. There are 39 castes notified as Scheduled Castes and 69
Backward Castes in the State. The percentage further increases if a large number of migratory labour
coming to State every year is added to it. Most of these sections are still deprived of ownership of assets
and access to basic social infrastructure. In addition to it, the state has certain locational and topographical
disadvantageous areas leading to higher cost of cultivation & living which ultimately results in economic

distress and indebtedness. Following areas fall in this category: (Box: 27)

Poverty Ratio Dr. C Rangarajan Expert Group

4.22  As per latest poverty estimates (2011-12) prepared by Expert Group constituted under
chairmanship of Dr. C Rangarajan, percentage of population living below the poverty line in Punjab is
only 11.3% as compared to 29.5% at the National level. Poverty line in rural and urban area has been
fixed at Rs. 1127.48 and Rs.1479.27 respectively in Punjab viz-a-viz Rs.972 and Rs.1407 at National
level. In percentage term, people living below poverty line in India are 18.2% more than in Punjab.
Punjab is better placed among the major states of India in terms of poverty ratio and it is placed at 2™
rank after Himachal Pradesh at No. 1. (Annexure table 4.2)
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A peculiar feature of poverty in Punjab is that people living below poverty line (7.4%) is
significantly less in rural area than (17.6%) in urban area. At National level percentage of population
living below poverty line is higher (30.9%) in rural area than (26.4%) in urban area. (Box 28).

In rural Punjab the percentage of people below poverty line is just 7.4% which is 23.5% less in
percentage term than at national level. In many other states also percentage of rural poverty is less than
urban poverty but the gap is much wider in case of Punjab where urban poverty percentage is 237% of the
rural poverty. Himachal Pradesh which is at number 1 in terms of poverty ratio, the percentage of people
below poverty line in rural areas is significantly higher at 11.1%. Neighbouring State of Haryana also has
11% people below poverty line in rural areas. From following box it is evident that Punjab is much better
placed in poverty ratio in rural areas among the states of India having higher per capita income (Box 29).

It is evident that only Kerala is marginally better placed in terms of rural poverty than Punjab at 7.3% in
poverty ratio. From this we can easily draw a conclusion that growth is more inclusive in Punjab as
compared to other states, where the growth is limited only to the urban areas. Even in case of urban area,
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the higher percentage of 17.6% can be partly attributed to large number of migrant labour coming from
other states.

Average Monthly Per Capita Expenditure

4.23 Consumption level is also an important yardstick of measuring the standard of living of people.
The Average Monthly Per Capita Expenditure (MPCE) calculated by NSSO is widely used to compare
the consumption level in different states. According to NSS 68th round conducted during 2011-12, the
Average MPCE of rural Punjab at Rs. 2345 is significantly higher than the national average of Rs.1430
and was the second highest among major states after Kerala (Rs.2669). In urban area, average MPCE in
Punjab was Rs. 2794 whereas at National level it was Rs. 2630. The gap between average MPCE in case
of rural and urban Punjab is also low which reflects that there is low variation in standards of living of
people in rural and urban areas.

POVERTY ALLEVIATION SCHEMES

Mahatama Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme

4.24 Mahatama Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGA) is being
implemented in all the districts of Punjab State w.e.f. 1-4-2008. The objective of the scheme is to enhance
livelihood security in rural areas by providing at least 100 days of the guaranteed wage employment in a
financial year to every household whose adult members volunteer to do unskilled manual work.

Under this scheme an amount of Rs 52616.14 lacs (Rs 49701.13 lacs Center Govt. and Rs
2915.01 lacs State Govt.) was released upto 31.12.2017. Total availability of funds during the year 2017-
18 (upto31.12.2017) was Rs 54250.17 lac out of which an expenditure of Rs 48022.48 lac was incurred
and 179.25 lac mandays were generated and an amount of Rs 40374.27 lacs has been paid as wage
employment to 590471 households under the scheme .

NATIONAL RURAL LIVELIHOOD MISSION (60:40)

4.25 Deen Dyal Antyodaya Yojana-Rural Livelihoods Mission (Aajeevika) programme has been
implemented from year 2011-12 in the State. The Mission aims at creating efficient and effective
institutional platforms of the rural poor by bringing them in the fold of SHGs and enabling them to
increase household income through sustainable livelihoods enhancements and improved access to
financial services. Punjab Government has constituted a society ”Punjab State Rural Livelihood Mission”
for the implementation of DAY -National Rural Livelihood Mission in the State. The aim of the National
Rural Livelihoods Mission is “To reduce poverty by enabling the poor households to access gainful self-
employment and skilled wage employment opportunities, resulting in appreciable improvement in their
livelihoods on a sustainable basis, through building strong grassroots institutions of the poor”. In the
beginning year 2011-12, this mission was implemented on pilot basis in 7 districts of the state and till the
year 2016-17, all the districts have been covered under the mission. During the financial year 2017-18,
this program has been implemented in 40 blocks of the 22 districts of Punjab State.
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Physical Progress

In the year 2016-17, total 1913 self help groups of women, 226 village organizations and 8
Cluster level federations have been formed. Revolving Fund (RF) were provided to 1030 Self Help
Groups (SHGs) amounting to Rs.107.05 lakhs and Community Investment Fund (CIF) to 312 (SHGs)
amounting Rs.135.70 lakhs was also provided.

During the year 2017-18 (as on 30.9.2017), total 1231 Self Help Groups of women and 27 village
organizations have been formed. Revolving Fund (RF) have been provided to 354 SHGs amounting
Rs.35.40 lakhs and Community Investment Fund (CIF) to 70 SHGs amounting Rs.32.25 lakhs.

Financial Progress

During the year 2016-17, Government of India approved on annual outlay of Rs.546.94 lakhs.
Out of total approved budget, Rs.412.19 lakhs (Rs.257.69 Central Share + Rs.154.50 State Share) were
received. Out of total available funds including closing balances of previous years an amount of
Rs.1032.80 lakhs was utilized.

During the year 2017-18, Government of India has approved on annual outlay of Rs.3176.46
lakhs. Out of total approved budget, Rs.955.48 lakhs has been sanctioned but not yet released to Punjab
State Rural Livelihoods Mission (PSRLM). Out of total available funds (Rs.56.96 lakhs second
installment of year 2016-17 received during the year 2017-18 and closing balance of previous year) an
amount of Rs.254.24 lakhs has been utilized.

Pradhan Mantri Awaas Yojana-Gramin (60:40)

4.26  Government of India in its Cabinet meeting on 23rd March 2016 has approved the proposal for
‘Revamping of Indira Awaas Yojna’ into Pradhan Mantri Awaas Yojna (Gramin) to realize the
government’s vision of providing “Housing for All by 2022”. As per the instructions of Gol, the benefit
of the scheme can be provided to the beneficiaries from Permanent Waiting List based on Socio
Economic Caste Cemsus data only.

The grant for construction of new house is provided to the beneficiaries @ Rs. 1,20,000 in three
installments i.e. Rs. 30,000/- (25%) on sanction of house, Rs. 72,000/- (60%) when the house reaches at
lintel level and remaining Rs. 18,000/- (15%) on completion of house. The grant is directly credited into
the account of beneficiaries from State level single nodal account through PFMS (Public Financial
Management System).

Under Convergence with MGNREGA, the beneficiaries of PMAY(G) have the advantage of
receiving additional amount of Rs. 20,970/- per house for construction of house equivalent to 90 man
days @ Rs. 233 per day against the unskilled wage component under MGNREGA.

In addition to this, Rs. 12,000/- is provided for the construction of Toilet in the house under
Swachh Bharat Mission/MGNREGA or any other dedicated source. Therefore each beneficiary will get
an amount of Rs.1,52,970/- including convergence amount.

Apart from it, the beneficiary would be facilitated to avail a loan of up to Rs. 70,000/- for
construction of the house which is optional. The minimum area of the house has been extended from 20
sq meter to 25 sq mitr.
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Physical & Financial Progress

An allocation of Rs 387.92 Cr. (Rs. 305.37 Cr for 2016-17 and Rs. 82.55 Cr. for 2017-18) was made
during 2017-18 for this scheme with a target for construction of 31,084 houses (24,469 houses for 2016-
17 and 6,615 Houses for 2017-18) .State Treasury has released Rs. 24.00 Cr. during 2017-18 under
PMAY(G). The Physical and Financial Progress till 20.02.2018 is given below:-

4.27 During the year 2015-16, Govt. of India has renamed the Scheme as Pradhan Mantri Krishi
Sinchayee Yojana (PMKSY) .Govt. of India has sanctioned 67 projects till 31.12.2017 for Punjab
State to treat 3,14,686 hectares of land with a total cost of Rs. 37,762.00 lacs. From the year 2009-10
to 2017-18( upto 31.12.2017), Govt. of India has released Rs. 8430.42 lacs out of which an amount of
Rs. 7007.95 lacs have been utilized on various projects and 58400 hectares of land has been treated.

National Urban Livelihood Mission

4.28 The Ministry of Housing and Urban Poverty Alleviation (HUPA), Government of India has
launched National Urban Livelihood Mission (NULM), w.e.f 01.04.2014, which replaced the existing
Swaran Jayanti Shahri Rozgar Yozana (SJSRY) in the 12th Five Year Plan. NULM will be implemented
in all the cities with the population of 1 lac or more and in all district head quarters/towns irrespective of
the population even it is less than 1 lac population as per census 2011.The primary target of NULM is the
urban poor including urban homeless. There are 6 major component of the scheme.

(1). Social Mobilization and Institution Development (SM&ID)
(i1). Employment through skills training and placement (EST&P)
(iii). Capacity Building and Training (CB&T)

(iv). Self Employment Programme (SEP)

(v). Support to Urban Street Vendors (SUSV)

(vi). Scheme of Shelter for Urban Homeless (SUH)

During the year 2016-17, State of Punjab released Rs.448.01 lacs as State Share for the year
2012-13 on 01.10.2016 with the opening balance of Rs. 2062.34 lac and interest received of Rs.76.86 lacs
and funds transferred from other Account 10.23 lac i.e totaling Rs.2597.44 lacs and Rs.215.58 lac were
released for the construction of Night Shelter under SUH Component, Rs.8.64 lac was released to
Municipal Corporation Amritsar for refurbishment, Rs.86.04 lac were released for O&M expenditure of
Night Shelters, Rs.152.30 lac were released to ULBs for revolving fund, Rs.318.61 lac were released to
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training institutes for pending payment of SISRY, Rs.600.00 lac as advance to Punjab Skill Development
Mission, Rs. 4.81 lac as interest subsidy and advance for advertisement & munyadi expenditure &
Rs.6.19 lac were released to Prasar Bharti (BCI) AIR as Broadcasting fee i.e totaling of Rs. 1392.17 lacs.

During the year 2017-18 (upto 31.12.2017), Opening balance of Rs. 1205.27 lac and interest
received of Rs.55.70 lacs & funds received from MCs of Rs.3.93 lac i.e totaling Rs.1264.90 lacs and
Rs.275.06 lac were released for the construction of Night Shelter under SUH Component, Rs.17.90 lac
were released to ULBs for revolving fund, Rs.90.60 Lac were paid on account of salary for office and
field staff to outsource agency, Rs.42.20 lac released to RO for formation of Self Help Groups and
Boarding, Lodging and Stationary Expenses and Rs. 22.06 lac as interest subsidy and advance for
advertisement & munyadi expenses i.e totaling of Rs. 447.82 lacs.

The Punjab Backward Classes Land Development and Finance Corporation
(BACKFINCO)

4.29  The Punjab Backward Classes Land Development and Finance Corporation provide loans to
Backward Classes and Minorities. The Corporation provides loans to beneficiaries of Backward Classes
whose annual family income is less than Rs. 98,000/- in the rural areas and Rs. 1,20,000/- in urban areas
and Minority Communities whose annual family income is less than Rs. 81,000/- in the rural areas and
Rs. 1,03,000/- in urban areas. Under NMDFC scheme new annual family income eligibility criteria has
been introduced with the objective of increasing the coverage of minority beneficiaries with higher family
income of upto 6.00 lacs per annum as prescribed by National Corporation. However preference shall be
given to persons living below poverty line. The Corporation provided loans amounting to Rs. 823.80 lacs
to 498 beneficiaries during the year 2016-17. During 2017-18 upto (30-9-17) disbursement of Rs. 317.08
lakhs is made to 182 beneficiaries.

The Punjab Scheduled Castes Land Development and Finance Corporation (PSCFC)

430  The aim of the Corporation is to provide loan and subsidy to poor scheduled caste population.
Corporation provided loans amounting to Rs 797.48 Lakhs to 1162 beneficiaries during the year 2016-17
and no amount disbursed to any beneficiaries during the current financial year 2017-18 (upto 30.09.2017)
due to non receipt of funds . (Annexure table- 4.4).

SYSTEM

The substantial change in Prices of essential commodities affects living conditions of people in
general and poor in particular. Therefore, it is absolutely essential to keep constant watch on
price behavior and Price stability in the long run for steady economic growth. The economic
costs associated with high inflation have adverse implications for the growth of economy and
inflation has directly inverse relation with the purchasing power of poor people. Hence
Government always accords priority to inflation control. It basically is the domain of Central
Government as it regulates the monetary policy of the country under direct control of Reserve
Bank of India. The role of state Government is limited to achieve price stability by taking effective
steps within its control like maintaining an efficient public distribution system (PDS) and
controlling hoarding and black marketing. State has constituted the Prices Monitoring
Commiittee headed by Secretary Planning to keep a vigil on inflationary tendencies in the prices

of essential commodities.
PRICE SITUATION AT NATIONAL LEVEL

5.2 At national level the wholesale price index (WPI) which is available on weekly basis,
continues to be the most popular measure of headline inflation in India. There are different
consumer price indices that are specific to different groups of consumers for measuring the
inflation. These consumer price indices computed by the designated agencies are Consumer Price
Index for Industrial Workers (CPI-IW), Consumer Price Index for Rural Labourers (CPI-RL),
Consumer Price Index for Agricultural Labourers (CPI-AL) and CPI(R&U).

5.3 During 2017-18, at National level, the inflation rate based on WPI has shown an
increasing trend. The average WPI inflation was 2.90% during the year 2017-18 (up to Jan.,
2018) which was higher than 1.76% recorded for the year 2016-17 (Box 30). Retail inflation
based on CPI(IW) has shown decreasing trend during first three months of 2017-18 and started
increasing regularly after July, 2017 when it rose from 1.79 percent in July, 2017 to 5.11 percent
in January, 2018. The average of CPI(IW) in 2017-18 (up to Jan.,2018) is 2.79%.

Retail Prices of Essential Commodities

54 During 2017, out of 23 selected essential commodities, prices of 6 commodities have
shown a considerable decline between January, 2017 & December, 2017. This price decline
varies from 2.34% to 38.75% over the year. Maximum decrease of 38.75% was noticed in price
of Gram Black(per kg) followed Whole Urd (26.74 percent), Whole Moong (4.36 percent),
Mustard Oil (3.92 percent), Wheat (2.86 percent) and Wheat Atta(2.34 percent) . The other 14
commodities have shown an increase which varies from 1.09% to 46.64% except onion and
tomato in which there was abrupt rise in prices. Price of salt remained constant during this period.
Prices of Gourd (Ghiya) (Medium) Per Kg , Potato (Medium)Per kg, Egg Per dozen, Round
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Iron(per Qtl.),Washing Soap (Nirol), Per Kg, Rice Permal (Medium) Per kg, Kerosene oil Per
Litre,Tea(Red Label) 250gm,Milk(Buffalo)Per litre,Sohna Vanaspati Ghee Per Litre, Bricks
(Grade A),Cement (JK) per bag,Sugar (White) per kg and Ground Nut Oil(Ginni) per litre, have
increased by 46.64%, 28.98%, 24.57%, 12.56%, 8.97%, 8.20%, 6.52%, 4.50%, 4.46% , 2.63% ,
2.18%,2.12%,1.86 % and 1.09% respectively. (Box 31)

5.5 The prices of Gram Black(per kg) Tomato (medium), Onion ( medium), Whole Urd (per
kg) Egg Per dozen , Gourd (Ghiya) (Medium), Round Iron(per Qtl.), Bricks (Grade A), have
shown most volatile movements and there were difference of Rs.48.38, 47.32, 34.80, 29.33,
22.81, 19.59, 460.73 and 251.93 respectively in the maximum & minimum prices of these
commodities. The maximum prices of these commodities were Rs 124.83, 66.00, 48.52, 109.68,
70.81, 35.91,4100.00 and 4500.00 whereas their minimum prices were Rs.76.45, 18.68, 13.73,
80.35,48.00,16.32,3639.27 and 4248.07 respectively. (Box 31)

Minimum Wages

5.7 The minimum wage rate for agricultural labour in Punjab increased by 2.21% in 2017(P) whereas

the minimum wage rate of skilled labour has also increased by 1.81 % for the same period. (Annexure

Table 5.3).

PUBLIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM

5.8 Public distribution system structure sponsored by government includes chain of shops
entrusted with the work of distributing commodities to the disadvantaged group of the society at
very low prices. The Central & State Govt. shared the accountability of this system. The central

govt. is responsible for procurement, storage and bulk allocation of food grains, whereas the
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state govts holds the responsibility for distributing the same to the consumers through the
established system of fair price shops. State Govt is also responsible for operational
responsibilities including identification of families below poverty line, the issuance of ration

cards, supervision & monitoring the functioning of F P S system.

5.9 Punjab is amongst the leading states in the country to implement the National Food
Security Act-2013 w.e.f. December 2013. The State Government has renamed New Atta Dal
Scheme as “Smart Ration Card Scheme” during 2017-18. Wheat is procured for this scheme
under De-Centralized Procurement (DCP) and the same is stored at 269 dedicated DCP godowns
and is distributed through 16738 Fair Price Shops under its bi-annual distribution model with the
approval of Government of India to the beneficiaries in 30 kg sealed bags at the rate of Rs. 2 per
kg. The Priority Household category beneficiaries get 5 kg wheat per month whereas the Anna
Antodaya Yojna category families get 35 kg wheat per month. The State Government has to
distribute 8.70 lac M T wheat annually to 141.45 lac beneficiaries.

5.10 At present, subsidized wheat is being distributed to 36.09 lakh beneficiary families
(139.18 lakh beneficiaries). The details of the beneficiaries are available on the transparency
portal (http://foodsuppb.nic.in) of the Department of Food, Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs,
Punjab. About 97.13 % Ration Cards have been seeded with Aadhaar Numbers and subsidized
ration is distributed to the beneficiaries in the presence of Government functionary, Panchayat
members/councillors and members of local Vigilance committees. Moreover, three TIER
Grievance Redressal Mechanism — Internal, External and through State Food Commission for
redressal of grievances of the beneficiaries has been established. Additional Deputy
Commissioners have been designated as District Greivance Redressal Officers. The State
Government has also constituted State Apex Committee (SAC) and State Project E-Mission Team

(SPeMT).

5.11  To ensure transparency and efficiency in the distribution of foodgrains under the National
Food Security Act (NFSA), End to End Computerization of Target Public Distribution System
(TPDS), automation of Fair Price Shop (FPS) and Supply Chain Management is being
undertaken. A pilot project has been launched at district Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar. On the basis
of its experience and feedback the project has to be launched in all the districts of the State by 31*
March, 2018.
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5.12  As per State Government orders, the re-verification of beneficiaries of this scheme was
entrusted to the Deputy Commissioners of all the Districts in the State, which has been completed
to the tune of 95.93 %.

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PUBLIC FINANCE

Punjab is an agrarian state with the advantage of relatively lower population below poverty line as
compared to other states. It also has relatively higher literacy, life expectancy at birth and lower
infant mortality than other states. But due to financial crisis, growth is rapidly falling in the middle of
the pack among other states. The State has made consistent efforts to improve its fiscal position
despite constraints like high-debt servicing costs, growing establishment expenditure and retiral
benefits. The main priority of the State Government is to generate additional resources and cut down
non-plan expenditure so that more funds are available for development activities and various welfare
schemes of the State.

As per Budget Documents of Punjab, the fiscal position of state government is as
under:-

I. Revenue Account:

6.2 Total Revenue Receipts and Total Revenue Expenditure

(i)Total Revenue Recipts of the State is Rs. 60079.87 crore in 2017-18 (BE) against Rs. 51371.80
crore in 2016-17(RE) and Rs. 41523.38 crore in 2015-16(A).

(ii) Funds transfer from Centre in the form of central taxes and grant in aid is on slightly higher side
at Rs17328.64 crore in 2017-18 (BE) against Rs. 14859.38 crore in 2016-17 (RE) and Rs. 12177.47
crore in 2015-16 (A).

(iii) State's own tax revenue is Rs. 39526.28 crore in 2017-18 (BE) against Rs. 30251.84 crore in
2016-17 (RE) and Rs. 26695.64 crore in 2015-16 (A).

(iv) State's own non- tax revenue shows under performance which is Rs. 3224.95 crore in 2017-
18(BE) against Rs.6260.58 crore in 2016-17 (RE) and Rs. 2650.27 crore in 2015-16(A). Especially
in miscellaneous general services, collection of revenue is only Rs. 105.30 crore in 2017-18 (BE)
against Rs. 3063.57 crore in 2016-17 (RE) and Rs. 999.84 crore in 2015-16(A).(Annexure Table 6.1)
(v) Total Revenue expenditure is Rs. 74864.74 in 2017-18 (BE) against Rs.62733.81 crore in 2016-
17(RE) and Rs. 50073.49 crore in 2015-16 (A). The increase is mainly due to committed expenditure

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OVERALL BUDGETARY POSITION

6.4 The overall budgetary position reveals an increase or decrease in cash balance. The
deficit in revenue account is Rs. 14784.87 crore in 2017-18 (BE) against Rs. 11362.01 crore in 2016-
17 (RE) while the difference between Capital Account Receipts and Expenditure is Rs. 4511.81 crore
in 2017-18 (BE) against Rs.4654.81 crore in 2016-17(RE). The overall cash balance was Rs. 6707.20
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crore during 2016-17(RE) and is Rs. 10273.06 crore in 2017-18 (BE).The most important issue for
Punjab State in upcoming budget will be focus on resource mobilization which is essential for the

state to meet its expenditure. (Annexure Table 6.5)

PUBLIC DEBT

6.5 The outstanding public debt of the state including reserve fund and deposits is
continuously increasing. It was Rs. 129441 crore in 2015-16 (A). It increased to Rs. 182183 crore in
2016-17(RE) and has further increased to Rs. 195002 crore in 2017-18 (BE). (Box 35)

6.6 Flow of resources from the Centre to the State is in the form of (a) share of central taxes

and duties; (b) plan and non-plan grants; (c) plan and non-plan loans. There is a return flow from the
state to centre in the form of interest payments and repayment of accumulated loans from the centre.
The net flow of resources from the centre is Rs. 17664.70 crore during 2017-18(BE) showing an
increase of 17.48%.against Rs. 15036.18 crore in 2016-17 (RE) (Annexure Table 6.6)

TAX RATIO

6.7 The State Tax to Gross State Domestic Product ratio at current prices was 7.20% in 2014-
15 and 6.80% in 2015-16(A). As per quick estimates of Gross State Domestic Product at current

prices, this ratio is 8.28% in 2017-18(BE) against 6.98% during 2016-17 (RE) .(Annexure Table 6.7)

6.8 Small Savings under various schemes have played a vital role in financing the State
Annual Plan. The collection from Small Savings were Rs. 327.42 crore in 2015-16 which increased to
Rs. 868.60 crore in 2016-17. These Small Savings increased due to the increase in post office Saving
deposits from Rs. 40.75 crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 135.19 crore in 2016-17, five year recurring deposits
Rs. 14.39 crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 101.00 crore in 2016-17, National saving certificate Rs.16.98 crore
in 2015-16 to Rs. 516.04 crore in 2016-17. (Annexure Table 6.8)

BANKING AND CREDIT

6.9 The total number of Banks working in the State which was 10970 as on 315t December,
2015 has increased to 11319 on 31* December, 2016. The number of Commercial Banks has
increased from 6210 to 6563 during the same period. (Annexure Table 6.9)

6.10 The Credit Deposit Ratio (CD Ratio) reveals the entrepreneurial nature of the people which
plays a vital role in the economic development of a state. This ratio in Punjab is low as compared to all
India. On 31st December, 2016 it was 61.42 % for Punjab as compared to 73.27 % at all India level.
(Annexure Table 6.10)
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7 SOCIAL SERVICES

Education, Healthcare and Social Security acts as bedrock for an inclusive, sustainable and a just
society. The major thrust of Government is to provide social services in an efficient and
transparent manner. To reap the benefits of demographic dividend, investment in education and
healthcare is a pre-requisite. Education makes our children more responsible, aware and productive
citizens, who can contribute positively in nation building and improves well being of society.
Education acts as a foundation for a creative, innovative and technologically advance society
which promotes entrepreneurship and creates more opportunities. Similarly, a healthy society
contributes to their maximum potential in improving the socio-economic status of its citizens.
Social Security is also an equally significant factor for inclusive development of a society as it not
only helps the weaker sections of society but also improves the risk taking ability of its citizens.
Given the limited resources, Government has consistently prioritized strengthening the social
service sector.

EDUCATION

7.1 Education has emerged as the most important single input in promoting human resource
development which is responsible for achieving rapid economic growth and technological
progress. An appropriate education system cultivates knowledge, better skills, positive values and
attitude among people of the society. The State Govt. is making all out efforts to promote
education in the state. Major thrust areas related to education sector in the state are as under: -

i) To bring qualitative improvement in the field of school education.

ii) To achieve 100 percent Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER)

iii) 100 percent Net Enrolment Ratio (NER), Zero Dropout Rate and 100 percent Retention

Rate.
iv) To implement Right to Free and Compulsory Education Act in letter and spirit.

Literacy Rate

7.2 Literacy has improved considerably in the State during the last decade. Out of the total
population, 69.7 percent people were literate in 2001, which increased to 75.8 percent in 2011.
However, there are still wide gaps between rural-urban and male- female literacy rate in the state.
Literacy rate in urban area was 83.2 percent as compared to 71.4 percent in rural area, showing a
gap of 11.8 percent (Box 36). However, there is an improvement in this gap over last decade .This
gap was 14.4 percent in 2001 which had reduced to 11.8 percent in 2011. There is still big gap in
gender-wise literacy rate. Male literacy rate is 80.4 percent whereas female literacy rate is 70.7
percent showing a gender-wise gap of around 10 percent in 2011. (Annexure Table 7.2)

Within the state significant variations have been observed in literacy rate. Hoshiarpur and
Pathankot have the highest literacy rate i.e, 84.6 percent each, whereas Mansa with 61.8 percent is

the least literate district of the State. Other top ranking districts of the State are SAS Nagar
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(83.8%), Jalandhar (82.5%), Roopnagar and Ludhiana each (82.2%). Literacy rate of these
districts are comparable to educationally developed states like Goa (88.7%), Tripura (87.2%),
Himachal Pradesh (82.8%) and Maharashtra (82.3%). Other low ranking districts of Punjab in
terms of literacy rate are Sri Muktsar Sahib (65.8%), Barnala and Tarn Taran each (67.8%), and
Sangrur (68.0%). Literacy rate of these districts are comparable to educationally backward states
like Bihar (61.8%), Rajasthan (66.1%), Jharkhand (66.4%), Jammu & Kashmir, (67.2%) and Uttar
Pradesh (67.7%).

SCHOOL EDUCATION
Enrolment in Schools

7.3 The enrolment of students in schools (1st to 12th Class) which was 55.41 lakh in 2015 has
slightly decreased to 54.91 lakh in 2016. The number of SC students enrolled has also decreased
marginally from 20.40 lakh in 2015 to 20.21 lakh in 2016. (Annexure Table 7.5)

Pupil-Teacher Ratio in Schools

7.4 During 2016 the pupil-teacher ratio was 22:1 at the Primary Stage as well as at Middle
Stage and 23:1 at High & Senior Secondary stage as compared to 25:1 at Primary Stage, 23:1 at
Middle Stage and 24:1 at High & Senior Secondary stage during 2015 (Annexure Table7.9)

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan

7.5 Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan Programme was started in 2000-2001 to attain universal
elementary education with the funding pattern of 75:25. However, owing to the implementation of
RTE Act, 2009 the funding pattern for 2010-11 to 2014-15 was revised to 65:35. This ratio has
been further revised to 60:40 from 2015-16.

During the financial year 2017-18, Govt. of India has released an amount of Rs. 221.21 crore only
against the due share of Rs.683.46 crore whereas the state government has released the
corresponding State Share of Rs.209.39 crore. The various activities approved under Sarva Shiksha
Abhiyan Programme include provision of additional classrooms, construction of toilets, provision
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of uniforms and textbooks, maintenance grants, school grants and salary of teaching and non-
teaching staff etc.

Parho Punjab, Parhao Punjab

7.6 Primary education is the basis of strong foundation in a student's life. Keeping this in
view,'Parho Punjab, Parhao Punjab' scheme was launched in Punjab during the year 2017.The aim
of this scheme is to improve the performance of weak students and create equal opportunities for
these students in comparison to the other students. 'Parho Punjab, Parhao Punjab programme
focuses on enhancement of creativity of the brilliant students and emphasises to strengthen their
capabilities. It also lays stress on educating each child and emphasise on their understandings of
concept instead of rote learning.

This project also aims to add on new techniques, supplementary material, school planning, and
revision of curriculum, support activities etc. Students are encouraged to learn without fear or
burden. Easy methods are applied in class activities through 'Parho Punjab, Parhao Punjab'
approach. Adequate priority is being given to the advice of educationists and teachers while
making amendments in innovation, technique, support material and curriculum.

Mid-Day-Meal Scheme

7.7 The Mid-Day-Meal Scheme has been started with effect from 01-04-2006. In the
beginning, under this scheme the students of 1** to 5™ Class in the primary schools were provided
mid-day-meal for 240 days. In 2008-09 the scope of the scheme was extended to the students of
upper primary classes (1* to 8" Class).During the year 2016-17, 15,99,200 students were provided
mid day meal and 15, 50,000 students are expected to get benefit of this scheme during the year
2017-18. (Annexure Table 7.10)

Universalization of Secondary Education under Rashtriya Madhyamik Shiksha
Abhiyan (RMSA)

7.8  The objective of this scheme is to ensure universal access to secondary education. The
scheme emphasises to ensure that no child is deprived of secondary education of satisfactory
quality due to gender, socio-economic status, disability and/or other barriers. It also aims to
improve quality of secondary education resulting in enhanced intellectual, social and cultural
learning. The main thrust of this scheme is to provide the secondary school education within a
radius of 5 KMs by 2020 and to ensure that all students pursuing secondary education receive good
quality education. Under this scheme, 318 schools were upgraded from middle to high from the
year 2015 to 2017. During the year 2017-18, 32 more schools are being strengthened with
additional infrastructure. Under this scheme 1,20,171 secondary teachers were trained from 2009
to 2016. 10,406 School Heads/Secondary Teachers are being imparted training during the year
2017-18.
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Edusat libraries have been established in 2,983 Government High and Senior Secondary schools
which are being shared by ICT project for providing computer education to the students also.
Efforts are being made to provide employment oriented education to students of the state. During
the year 2017-18, Vocational Education in 9 trades including, IT, Security, Beauty & Wellness,
Apparel, Construction, Retail, Health Care, Physical Education, Travel & Tourism have been
started under this scheme. Ministry of Human Resources and Development (MHRD) has started
this scheme under National Skill Qualification Frame work (NSQF) from Ninth class and 25
students are enrolled in every trade. Approximately 52,000 students have taken vocational
education til now.

Girl Education

7.9 It is well known fact that girl education transforms the whole family, which ultimately
leads to transformation of the society. State Government is committed to improve the education of
girls through various means. Girls accounted for 48 percent in 2016 in the total enrolment in
schools. Class-wise composition of girl students enrolled for the year 2016 shows that there were
49 percent for primary, 48 percent for middle, 47 percent for higher and 48 percent for senior
secondary education. Enrolment of SC girls in the primary, middle, higher and senior secondary
classes were 38 percent, 40 percent, 39 percent and 25 percent respectively for the year 2016.
Women empowerment has special significance in Punjab. Keeping it in view, 21 Girls' Hostels
were opened in the 21 Educationally Backward Blocks of the State, out of these 18 are functional
and 767 inmates are enrolled in these hostels.

Higher Education

7.10 As far as the higher education is concerned there are 48 government colleges, 136 private
aided colleges and 11 government universities in the state. In order to promote private investment
in the higher education, the state govt. has notified Punjab Private Universities Policy, 2010 for
setting up of self-financed private universities. The government has set up 16 Private Universities
and 3 Deemed Universities which are providing quality and affordable education mainly in remote
and in rural areas.

State Government Special Initiatives

i) Opening of new colleges in five sub-divisions:-With the special initiative of State
Govt. 5 new Degree colleges are being opened in the five sub divisions namely
Kalanour, Ludhiana (East), Malout, Shaheed Bhagat Singh Nagar, Khadoor Sahib. The
classes are being started w.e.f. the next academic session (2018-19).

ii) Infrastructure Grants to 5 heritage colleges:- To improve infrastructure in 5 heritage
colleges, a provision of Rs. 10.00 crore (Rs. 2.00 crore for each college) has been made
for the financial year 2017-18.
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iii) Central State Library, Patiala is to be upgraded as E-Library:- A provision of Rs.
5.00 crore has been made in the current financial year to upgrade central state library,
Patiala as e-library.

iv) NOC to 7 private colleges: In the year 2017-18, No Objection Certificates have been
issued for setting up of 7 new colleges in the private sector.

v) Free Wi-Fi facility to Government colleges: In the interest of the students, free Wi-Fi
facility is being provided in the State Government Colleges.

TECHNICAL EDUCATION

7.11  There are 270 Degree, 193 Diploma and 18 high level educational institutes in the state
which provide technical education to the students.Following initiatives have been taken up under
various Centrally Sponsored Schemes:-

1) ‘Chief Minister Scholarship Scheme’ has been implemented for the benefits of
Meritorious Students studying in Government Polytechnic Colleges as per detail
given below:

As a result of this the Polytechnic Colleges have been able to attract meritorious students
and the admission status has also improved by approximately 25 percent.

i1) Department of Technical Education & Industrial Training has signed a MoU with
Reliance Jio Infocom Ltd., to provide free of cost Wi-Fi to Government promoted
Engineering Colleges, Government Polytechnic Colleges and Government Industrial
Training Institutes.

iii) It has been decided to set up Skill University in the name of Sri Guru Gobind Singh at
Sri Chamkaur Sahib and 100 acres of land has been identified for this purpose. Process
to acquire this land is under progress.

iv) The State Government took a major initiative to provide employment to unemployed

youth through Mega Placement Drive/Mega job fair. Government has provided
employment to 22,710 applicants since the inception of this government.
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HEALTH

Government Initiatives/Schemes

Integrated Disease Surveillance Programme

7.12 Integrated Disease Surveillance Programme (IDSP) has been launched in Punjab for
early reporting of communicable diseases, outbreaks identification and effective timely response.
The State has network of State Surveillance Unit and District Surveillance Units in all 22 districts
with identified 3,026 sub centres (S-Form), 1,962 units in medical institutions (P-Form) and 637
laboratories (L-Form) as reporting units for disease surveillance. State Referral Lab Network has
already been established which is functional in GMC Amritsar, Faridkot, Patiala & CMC
Ludhiana to provide access to diagnostic facilities for epidemic prone diseases during outbreaks to
the linked district. 18 District Microbiology Labs have been upgraded to provide facility for

disease identification at district level. Four new labs have also been approved in year 2017-18.

Mukh Mantri Punjab Cancer Raahat Kosh

7.13 It is a cashless scheme under which financial assistance up to Rs. 1.50 lakh is being
provided to each cancer patient for their treatment. All those cancer patients who are residents of
the Punjab state are eligible to get benefit under this scheme. During the year 2017-18 financial

assistance of Rs. 549.00 crore has been sanctioned to 43,307 cancer patient’s upto 31st Dec.2017.

Maternal and Child Health

7.14 Pradhan Mantri Surikshit Matritva Abhiyan (PMSMA) is being implemented in the state.
Under PMSMA, a minimum package of antenatal care services are provided to the beneficiaries
on the 9™ of every month at the health facilities centres to ensure that every pregnant woman
receives at least one check up by a Gynaecologist or at least a Medical Officer in the 2™ and 3™
trimester of pregnancy. This is to be given in addition of the routine ANC at the health facility
centre. PMSMA will help in providing quality ANC and also detection, referral, treatment and

follow-up of high risk pregnancies and women having complications. During April-November
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2017, PMSMA camps were held in all districts and 89,277 pregnant women were screened. 25
volunteer Private Doctors provided their services and 2061 pregnant women were examined by
them. In order to improve the early initiation of breast feeding and exclusive breast feeding and
child feeding practices state Government has launched "MAA" programme in month of October,
2016 with the aim to revitalize efforts towards promotion, protection and support of breast feeding
practices through health system to achieve higher breast feeding rates. During the current year, an

orientation on MAA programme has been conducted in all districts of the state.

Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakaram

7.15 Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakaram is a new initiative aiming at early identification &
early intervention for children from birth to 18 years to cover 4 Ds i.e. Defect at birth,
Deficiencies, Diseases and Development Delays including disability for 30 diseases. Babies born
at Public Health Centres are screened by health staff and babies born at home (0 to 6 weeks) are
screened by ASHA workers who are sensitized for this purpose. Children of Anganwari Centers
(6 weeks to 6 years) are examined twice a year by Dedicated Mobile Health Teams. Students of
Govt. & Govt. aided schools (6 years to 18 years) are also examined once a year by these teams.
Any child suffering from any one of 30 diseases under 4 Ds and referred by Mobile Health Team
is treated free of cost at all Govt. Hospitals (District/Sub Divisional/Community Health Centres,
three Govt. Medical Colleges in the Punjab State and PGI Chandigarh. Children suffering from
Rheumatic Heart Disease and Congenital Heart Disease (RHD/CHD) are also treated free of cost

at super speciality hospitals and Thalassaemia are treated at 7 Thalassaemic societies.

Punjab State Board for De-addiction and Rehabilitation

7.16 The Punjab State Board for De-addiction and Rehabilitation has been constituted under the
chairmanship of the Hon’ble Chief Minister, Punjab which supervise the work relating to drug de-
addiction and rehabilitation in the state. The Board includes eminent medical professionals and
prominent civil society representatives. Similarly, in each district, a drug de-addiction and
rehabilitation society has been constituted under the Chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner of
the respective Districts. Civil Surgeon, Psychiatrist, District Social Security Officer and Senior

Superintendent of Police and other members to supervise these efforts.

National Programme for Prevention and Control of Cancer, Diabetes, Cardiovascular
diseases & Stroke

7.17 National Programme for Prevention and Control of Cancer, Diabetes, Cardiovascular
diseases & Stroke (NPCDCS) Programme is implemented in all the 22 districts of the state under
which early diagnosis and treatment of four diseases cancer, diabetes, cardiovascular disease and
stroke is available. Under the Population Based Screening of Common NCDs, free screening for
Diabetes, Hypertension & Cancer in persons above 30 years of age is being carried out. Suspected
patients are referred to District Hospital where tests and treatment is given free of cost. Free
Annual Preventive Health Check up is being carried out in all the CHCs of all districts. Under the
programme, 8 Stroke Ready Units have been started. Government of India has approved Two 50
bedded Tertiary Cancer Care Centres (TCCC), at Fazilka and Hoshiarpur with the 60 percent
financial contribution by Gol and 40 percent by State Government. The establishment process of
TCCC, Fazilka has been started by the Punjab Health Systems Corporation. Approval for TCCC
Hoshiarpur is yet to be received from Gol. Government of India has also approved State Cancer
Institute (SCI) at Govt. Medical College, Amritsar. The establishment process of SCI has also been
started by Punjab Health Systems Corporation.

Punjab State AIDS Control Society

7.18 A total no. of 6,54,566 patients were tested in Integrated Counselling & Testing
Centres(ICTCs) from April 2017 to November 2017. Out of these 4499 were detected positive;
commutative HIV positivity being 0.69%. There were 234 ANC mothers positive during the
current year (up to Nov. 2017). Total Live Births are 213 and MB pair is given to 198. 670 ICTCs
are operational in state (up to November 2017). A training of ICTC Medical Laboratory
Technicians was conducted on TB testing by Revised National Tuberculosis Control Programme
(RNTCP) Cell to provide and upgrade the skill of dealing professionals. To promote HIV Testing
and counselling a training of 15 NGOs (Non Government Organisations) of Punjab has been
conducted on Community Based HIV testing during this year. Counselling and testing activity is
being carried out in 8 Central jails of Punjab and extensive field HIV testing through mobile ICTC.
During this process, 3073 patients have been tested from April 2017 to November 2017, out of
which 15 have been detected positive.
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i) Blood Transfusion Services

Access to safe blood is mandated by law, and it is the primary responsibility of National AIDS
Control Organization (NACO). The specific objective of the blood transfusion services (Blood
Transfusion Services) is to have access to safe and quality blood and blood components through
network of 110 Blood Banks (46 NACO supported blood banks/Government, 5 Military and 59
Private) which includes 54 Blood Component Separation Units.

ii) Care Support & Treatment

The main objective of Care Support & Treatment is to provide comprehensive package of Care
Support & Treatment to person living with HIV/AIDS (PLHIV). In Punjab, there are 9 fully
functional Anti Retroviral Therapy (ART) Centres and 3 Facility Integrated ART Centres. 4131
PLHIV were registered at ART Centres/FI-ART Centres of Punjab (up to November 2017) during
the year 2017-18. Out of these 3499 PLHIV were initiated on ART and total 3195 PLHIV are
currently alive and on ART.

iii) Sexually Transmitted Diseases

Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STDs) and Reproductive Tract Infections (RTIs) are important
public health problems. Individuals with Sexually Transmissible Infections (STI) & Real Time
Innovations (RTI) have significantly higher chance of acquiring and transmitting HIV infection.
Complete Case Management with appropriate laboratory tests is the corner-stone of STI & RTI
management which are provided free of cost at STI/RTI Clinics to the patients along with proper
counselling so that their partners can also be tested & treated which help in reducing the STDs and
HIV also. Presently 100% coverage of ANC cases for testing and timely treatment is being done to
make state free of congenital & neonatal syphilis.

SOCIAL SECURITY

A) Social Security Schemes

7.19  Department of Social Security and Women & Child Development plays a key role to
provide support to the deserving and needy social sections. ~ Under the Social Security Schemes
of the department, financial assistance to old persons, widows and destitute women, dependent
children and disabled persons are provided for their subsistence.

Old Age Pension Scheme
7.20 To support the old age persons an amount of Rs. 870.00 crore was approved for the year

2017-18, against which a sum of Rs. 430.44 crore has been spent upto 31.12.2017 to cover
12,12,335 beneficiaries.
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Financial Assistance to Widow and Destitute Women

7.21 The state Government is committed to provide social security cover to the needy sections
especially women. An amount of Rs. 228.00 crore was approved for the year 2017-18, against
which a sum of Rs. 125.54 crore has been spent to cover 3,52,488 beneficiaries.

Financial Assistance to Dependent Children

7.22 To support the dependent children an amount of Rs. 102.00 crore was approved for the year
2017-18, against which a sum of Rs. 43.22 crore has been spent upto 31.12.2017 to cover 1,20,985
beneficiaries.

Financial Assistance to Disabled Persons

7.23 To support the disabled Persons an amount of Rs. 114.00 crore was approved for the year

2017-18, against which a sum of Rs. 97.35 crore has been spent upto 31.12.2017 covering 1,55,397
beneficiaries.

National Social Assistance Programme

7.24 Following centrally sponsored schemes are also being implemented:

i) Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension

An amount of Rs. 54.00 crore was approved for the year 2017-18, against which a sum of Rs.7.88
crore has been spent and 1,14,480 beneficiaries were covered.

ii) National Family Benefit Scheme

An amount of Rs. 6.00 crore was approved for the year 2017-18, against which a sum of Rs.
82.20 lakh has been spent to cover 391 beneficiaries.

iii) Indira Gandhi National Widow Pension Scheme

An amount of Rs. 7.50 crore was approved for the year 2017-18, against which a sum of Rs.2.95
crore has been spent to cover 16,014 beneficiaries.

iv) Indira Gandhi National Disabled Pension Scheme

An amount of Rs. 4.00 crore was approved for the year 2017-18, against which a sum of Rs.
22.46 lakh has been spent upto 31.12.2017, covering 5,151 beneficiaries.

Facilities to Senior Citizens
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7.25 Under this scheme identity cards have been issued to senior citizens of 60 years of age and
above to get the following concessions:-

(1) Three seats per bus will be reserved in Punjab Roadways and P.R.T.C. buses,

(2) Separate queues for Senior Citizen in all the OPD's in Civil Hospitals,

(3) Separate queues for Senior Citizen for payment of electricity/water bills.

(4)  Any other benefits extending to Senior Citizen by the Punjab Government from time to time.

Celebration of International day for Older Persons

7.26 I'" October of every year is being celebrated as the International Day of Older Persons
(IDOP) around the world in pursuance of a UN General Assembly resolution of December 1990
for Elderly. This Day provides an opportunity to acknowledge the contribution, wisdom, and
dignity of our senior citizens and to re-dedicate ourselves to their well-being. Eminent older
persons are felicitated on this occasion. Government of India, Ministry of Social Justice &
Empowerment organizes functions at their level. It has also been suggested by Government of
India that there is a need to organise such functions at the State level also.

Under this scheme an amount of Rs. 20.00 lakh was approved for the year 2017-18, out of which
no expenditure has been incurred upto 31.12.2017.
B) Empowerment of Women

7.27 Government is committed to empower the women in the State and various schemes like
Awareness Programme for Improving Adverse Sex Ratio, Kishori Shakti Yojana, and
Concessional Travel Facility to Women above the age of 60 years in Punjab Roadways and PRTC
buses in the State are being implemented.

Distribution of Sterilized Sanitary Pads to Rural Women

7.28  Punjab suffers not only on account of low sex ratio but health condition of the women is
also not better in comparison to men. Females are not aware about their health due to lack of
awareness among themselves, resulting which they are suffering from various gyanae problems.
There is a direct need of spreading awareness about the health of the women. The state
government had approved a scheme for the Distribution of Sterilized Sanitary Pads to Rural
Women. Under the scheme, the women in the age group of 16-55 years of all the districts of
Punjab are to be covered.

Under this scheme an amount of Rs 21.66 crore was approved for the year 2017-18, against which
no expenditure has been incurred upto 31.12.2017.
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The Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005

7.29 Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act 2005 ("PWDVA") provides measures for
more effective protection of the rights of women guaranteed under the Constitution. It helps those
women who are victims of violence of any kind occurring within the family. Under the State Plan
Scheme, “Awareness Programme for Domestic Violence Act 2005, the department has organized
awareness programme with the assistance of State Legal Service Authority, Police department and
NGOs working in the field of Women welfare at all district in the State of Punjab. For the
awareness of the Act, pamphlets have been distributed in these programmes. Awareness campaign
has also been launched through electronic media like T.V., Radio etc

Under this scheme an amount of Rs 100.00 lakh was approved for the year 2017-18, against which
no expenditure has been incurred upto 31.12.2017.

Concessional Travel Facility to Women above the age of 60 years in Punjab Roadways /
PRTC buses in the State

7.30 In order to increase the mobility among women above 60 years of age, half fare
concessional travelling facility in Punjab Roadways and PRTC buses have been provided .

A budget provision of Rs. 84.00 lakh was made for the year 2017-18, out of which Rs. 17.73 lakh
has been spent up to 31.12.2017.
Bebe Nanki Laadli Beti Kalyan Scheme

7.31 To improve sex ratio in the State, Bebe Nanki Laadli Beti Kalyan Scheme is being
implemented in the State from 2011-12.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs 16.00 crore has been made for the financial year
2017-18, against which no expenditure has been incurred upto 31.12.2017.

Mai Bhago Vidhya (Edu.) Scheme
7.32 The State Government started Mai BhagoVidhya(Edu.) Scheme under which free Bicycle
is provided to all Girl Students Studying in class 9™ to 12" in Government Schools to ensure

continuation of their further study and to check the school drop-out rate.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs 22.00 crore has been made for the financial year
2017-18, against which no expenditure has been incurred upto 31.12.2017.
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Distribution of Gas Stoves to Beneficiaries

7.33  As per Socio Economic and Caste Census Survey (SECC) 2011, families below poverty
line, which do not have gas connections, female member of these families will be provided the
gas connections under Pradhan Mantri Ujwala Yojana (PMUY). Under this scheme Rs. 1700/-
will be given by the Central Government to the Indian Oil Corporation and beneficiaries would be
provided one LPG gas connection along with cylinder, regulator, plastic tube and domestic gas
consumer card etc.

Punjab Government has decided that beneficiaries who covered under Pradhan Mantri
Ujwala Yojana (PMUY) would be given gas stove to raise their standard of living. State
Government made a new plan scheme “Distribution of Gas Stoves to Beneficiaries under Pradhan
Mantri Ujwala Yojana”. Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs 50.00 crore was made for
the financial year 2016-17 and whole of the amount was spent. For the year 2017-18, a provision
of Rs 50.00 crore has been made against which no amount has been spent up to 31.12.2017.

Beti Bachao Beti Padhao:-

7.34  Centrally Sponsored, Beti Bachao Beti Padhao Scheme is intended to improve the child
sex ratio and female education level across the country. The objectives of the scheme are:-

i) To prevent gender biased sex selective elimination.

ii) To ensure survival and protection of the girl child.

iii) To ensure education of the girl child.

iv) This scheme is being implemented in the 11 districts of Punjab.

Under this scheme, an outlay of Rs 11.00 crore has earmarked for the financial year 2017-18,
against which no amount has been spent up to 31.12.2017 because of the transfer of funds by
Government of India directly to the concerned District Administrations during the current year.

C) Child Protection
Integrated Child Protection Scheme

7.35 Ministry of Women and Child Development, Government of India, New Delhi has
launched, Centrally Sponsored, Integrated Child Protection Scheme (ICPS) on 26™ Nov. 2010. and
it is being implemented in Punjab State. This scheme is to bring existing 16 homes under the
Juvenile Justice (Care & Protection of Children) Act, 2000 and Child Protection Programmers
under one umbrella and initiatives new interventions

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs 20.00 crore has been made for the financial year
2017-18 against which a sum of Rs. 2.63 crore has been spent upto 31.12.2017.
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D) Disability Sector

7.36 The Act namely ''The Persons with Disabilities Act, 1995" (P.W.D. Act) is being
implemented by the State Govt. to provide required support to the deserving persons covered under
this Act. State Coordination Committee and State Executive Committee have been constituted
under the Act. The Deptt. of Social Security as Nodal Department has identified 899 posts in
various departments lying vacant for disabled persons. Out of these 287 have been filled with the
efforts of the department. In addition to this, department also provides scholarship to disabled
persons. Disabled Students up to 8" standard get Rs.200/- per month and above 9" standard get
Scholarship of Rs.300/- per month for their studies.

Travelling Facility to Blinds and Handicapped Persons

7.37 Blind persons are provided free travelling facility and handicapped persons are provided
concessional travel facility in the Punjab Roadways and P.R.T.C. Buses.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs 3.00 crore has been made for the financial year 2017-
18 against which no expenditure has been incurred up to 31.12.2017.

Celebration of world disabled day and state awards to handicapped.

7.38  World Disabled Day is celebrated on 3™ December of every year. On this day sports meet
is also organized and NGQ's/ employees/Self employed and sports persons are awarded state
award on the basis of their performance.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs. 10.00 lakh has been made for the financial year
2017-18 against which Rs 9.20 lakh has been utilized up to 31.12.2017.

Attendance scholarship to handicapped girl students in the rural areas.

7.39 There are 6,54,063 disabled persons in the state as per population census-2011. Further,
the number of male disabled persons were 3,79,551 and females were 2,74,512. In order to uplift
the status of the disabled girls in the rural areas & to make them self reliant, incentives in the form
of Attendance Scholarships are provided to the handicapped girl students in rural areas to cover the
partial cost of uniform & books etc.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs. 100.00 lakh has been made for the financial year
2017-18, against which no expenditure has been incurred up to 31.12.2017.

Scheme for Implementation of the Persons with Disabilities Act-1995

7.40 Scheme for "Implementation of Persons with Disabilities Act, 1995 is 100 percent
centrally sponsored scheme. Barrier-free environment enables people with disabilities to move
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about safely and freely, and use the facilities within the built environment. The goal of barrier free
design is to provide an environment that supports the independent functioning of individuals so
that they can participate without assistance, in every day activities. Therefore, to the maximum
extent possible, buildings/places/transportation systems for public use are to be made barrier free.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs. 3.00 crore has been made for the financial year
2017-18, against which no expenditure has been incurred up to 31.12.2017.

E) Integrated Child Development Services Scheme( ICDS)

7.41  This scheme was launched in 1975 on experiment basis with holistic approach to provide
integrated services for the development of children.Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs.
495.26 crore has been made for the financial year 2017-18, against which a sum of Rs. 300.12
crore has been spent upto 31.12.2017.

Nutrition (Supplementary Nutrition Programme)

7.42 The following six services are being provided to the age group 6 months to 6 years
in case of children and 15 to 45 years in case of women at Anganwadi level:-

1) Supplementary Nutrition;

ii) Immunization;

iii) Health Check-up;

iv) Nutrition and Health Education;
V) Referral Services and

vi) Pre-School Education.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs. 160.00 crore has been made for the financial year
2017-18, against which an amount of Rs. 33.42 crore has been spent upto 31.12.2017 to cover
11,20,580 beneficiaries.

Rajiv Gandhi Scheme for Empowerment of Adolescent Girls

7.43 This is centrally sponsored scheme being implemented by Ministry of Women & Child
Development in 6 districts namely Faridkot, Gurdaspur, Hoshiarpur, Jalandhar, Mansa and Patiala
of Punjab State. Under this scheme, nutrition to the Adolescent Girls is provided on the pattern of
ICDS scheme.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs. 20.05 crore has been made for the financial year

2017-18, against which an amount of Rs. 7.21 crore has been spent upto 31.12.2017 to covering
77,058 beneficiaries.
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Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana

7.44 This is a centrally sponsored scheme and is being implemented in all districts of the State
from 1-1-2017. The main objective of the scheme is to uplift the nutritional and health status of
pregnant ladies and nursing mothers and infants.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs. 7.03 crore has been made for the year 2017-18,
against which all the amount has been spent upto 31.12.2017 to cover 14,052 beneficiaries.

National Creche Scheme for children of working mothers

7.45 Creche Scheme was implemented by NGO Child Welfare Council and Social Welfare
Advisory Board who were running 102 and 112 Creches respectively. From 1.1.2017, the Social
Security Department has taken over these Creches as per the instructions of Government of India

and 216 Creche are functional now.

Under this scheme, a budget provision of Rs. 80.25 lakh was approved for the year 2017-18,
against which a sum of Rs. 3.20 lakh has been, spent upto 31.12.2017.
