It is
expressed as a share of the population in the survey
year, the number of multidimensionally poor people
in the survey year and the projected number of
multidimensionally poor people in 2018.

Intensity of deprivation of multidimensional
poverty: Average deprivation score experienced by
people in multidimensional poverty.

Inequality among the poor: Variance of individual
deprivation scores of poor people. It is calculated
by subtracting the deprivation score of each
multidimensionally poor person from the average
intensity, squaring the differences and dividing

the sum of the weighted squares by the number of
multidimensionally poor people.

Population in severe multidimensional
poverty: Percentage of the population in severe
multidimensional poverty—that is, those with a
deprivation score of 50 percent or more.

Population vulnerable to multidimensional
poverty: Percentage of the population at risk of
suffering multiple deprivations—that is, those with
a deprivation score of 20-33 percent.

Contribution of deprivation in dimension to
overall multidimensional poverty: Percentage
of the Multidimensional Poverty Index attributed to
deprivations in each dimension.

Population living below national poverty
line: Percentage of the population living below
the national poverty line, which is the poverty line
deemed appropriate for a country by its authorities.
National estimates are based on population-
weighted subgroup estimates from household
surveys.

Population living below PPP $1.90 a day:
Percentage of the population living below the
international poverty line of $1.90 (in purchasing
power parity [PPP] terms) a day.
